FY 2007 Paul Coverdell Forensic Science Improvement Grant Awards
In Fiscal Year 2007, the following five forensic science labs and the Office of the Chief Medical Examiner received $207,525 through a Coverdell formula and discretionary grant. This is the third year that the State of Oklahoma has received a competitive discretionary grant award. The Coverdell Forensic Science Improvement Task Force has used, and continues to use, a consensus decision-making process in determining the use of the Formula and Discretionary Grant Funds. The foundation of the Task Force has been to utilize the Coverdell funds in a manner that achieves the broadest impact for the State. As such, the funds are awarded based on the number of analysts within each agency compared to the total number of analysts combined. A baseline is set for the smallest agencies in order for these labs to effectively participate in the grant program. The following is a summary of the projects that were funded.
