2020/21Sexual Assault Services Program Grant Awards

The purpose of the Sexual Assault Services Program Grant is to provide intervention, advocacy, accompaniment, support services, and
related assistance for adult, youth, and child victims of sexual assault, family and household members of victims, and those collaterally
affected by sexual assault, except for the perpetrator of such victimization. Examples of eligible services may include: crisis intervention,
accompaniment to court, individual and group support services, information and referral, and the development and dissemination of
materials.

Award Recipient Location Award Amount

Domestic Violence Intervention Services, Inc. Tulsa $117,017.80

Grant funds will provide sexual assault survivors trauma-informed individual and group counseling, safety planning, advocacy, and crisis
intervention to facilitate healing and aid survivors in their recovery.

Help-In-Crisis Tahlequah $82,907.00

Grant funds will be used to support sexual assault survivors in Adair and Sequoyah Counties. The project will provide direct services and
rape response to victims utilizing the agency's SANE Program at Stilwell Memorial Hospital and Sequoyah Memorial Hospital. The
advocate will provide rape response, individual and peer counseling, court advocacy, transportation, and advocacy with law enforcement
and prosecution.

Latino Community Development Agency Oklahoma City $60,500.00
Grant funds will be used for two bilingual advocates and a bilingual therapist who will focus on serving Spanish speaking victims of all
ages and genders, and victims who were abused as children and/or as adults.

Safenet Services, Inc. Claremore $73,650.40

Grant funds will be used for a sexual assault advocate dedicated to providing crisis intervention, safety planning, accompaniment to court,
medical and social service settings. In addition support groups will be offered to residents of shelter and outreach clients that are sexual
assault victim/survivors. This will include students at Rogers State University and/or Northeast Technology Center as well as groups for
identified sexual assault victims currently incarcerated in the Rogers County Jail and/or the from the community.



Women’s Resource Center, Inc. Norman $110,905.10

Grant funds will be used to provide for advocacy, counseling, & crisis intervention, and ensuring victims know where to turn for sexual
violence resources after an assault and for the best practice, trauma-informed services when they do need them-including trained advocacy
& counselors.

Y.W.C.A of OKC Oklahoma City $20,761.05

Grant funds will be used to provide 24-hour core and supplemental services to victims of sexual violence. Relief staff provide and/or link
victims to crisis intervention, emotional support, advocacy, referrals, follow-up trauma counselling and group support, as needed, in social
service, criminal justice, court, hospital and medical settings.

Y.W.C.A of OKC Oklahoma City $43,490.60

Grant funds will be used to provide and enhance specialized sexual assault services to teen victims and their non-offending caretakers.
Specialized services include offering a Teen Sexual Assault Advocate and Teen Counselor that provide crisis intervention, emotional
support, advocacy, case management, referrals, support services, follow-up trauma intervention counseling and group support as needed in
social service, criminal justice, hospital and medical settings throughout Oklahoma County.
