Item 2:	Request by Easter Seals Oklahoma for building permit authorizing the installation of premises signage at 701 NE 13th Street.


Ms. Porter stated they were proposing this particular sign because it gave them the opportunity to make the community aware of the services offered by Easter Seals and to make the location more visible. She said their existing sign was in bad condition and the one they proposed would not be changed during the day it would be stagnate and only changed in the evening so it would not be a distraction to drivers. Mr. Hushbeck asked how many times would the sign message change and would it flash. Mr. Porter said the sign would not flash or scroll and the message would be a simple text with a message that would only be changed at night. Mr. Hushbeck asked what guarantee did the neighborhood have that it would not change to a sign that flashed or blinked.  Ms. Wasinger said there would be no changes to the sign and they would be willing to sign a statement to that fact. Mr. Claus asked what were the regulations requirements regarding electronic signs.  Ms. Martin said the regulations only stated that flashing and blinking signs were prohibited. Ms. Porter said the sign would not flash.  Mr. Claus asked if the sign face was being changed on an existing sign.  Ms. Porter said yes the existing structure was in good 
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condition and would be used as a sign cabinet for the electronic sign. She said the sign message would change every 24 hours or less. Item 3:	Request by DEI, Communities for building permit authorizing the installation of car ports, fences, gates, and landscaping at 215 NE 28th Street, commonly described as the Park Place Apartments.

Mr. Arnold said they were in the process of evacuating and renovating the property and it was their goal to be at zero occupancy by the end of March. Mr. Eckel said one of the first things they wanted to do was install a fence to enclose the entire property to limit access during the renovation. He said they would be installing fencing and gates that would allow an entrance only and exit only. Mr. Eckel said they were still in the process of designing a premises sign but the sign would be located on the southeast corner of the site along NE 28th Street. He said the entire property would be landscaped and irrigated however they would have to remove and replace some of the existing trees. He said they would have a dog park area, the swimming pool would be renovated, and there would be 2 dumpster enclosures. Mr. Eckel said the last item would be car ports there would be 132 stalls of covered parking with a green space in between. He said there would be street lights with banners installed on the periphery of the site and the apartment name would be changed to the Capitol on 28th Street.
