Item 2:	Request by the Oklahoma State Board of Pharmacy for building permit authorizing the installation of a premises identification sign at 2820 N. Lincoln Boulevard.

Item 3:	Request by the Oklahoma Farm Bureau for building permit authorizing the construction of an 8 foot brick wall enclosure and 6 foot wood gate to screen natural gas generators at 2501 N. Stiles.

Ms. Martin showed the location of the project and the site where a brick enclosure with a wood gate and fence would be constructed to screen 3 generators they were installing. Chairman Day asked if the brick would match that on the building. Mr. Krag said yes it would be the same red brick with a cast stone cap. Ms. Martin said the Citizen’s Advisory Committee recommended approval of the request. Ms. Guard asked if the enclosure was for aesthetics or security reasons. Mr. Krag said more for aesthetics they thought it would look better than having generators sitting in the yard. Mr. Greenhaw asked if the 
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gates would be painted.  Mr. Krag said there were continuing discussions regarding the type fence but if it was a steel gate with wooden slats it would be stained, but the other material being discussed was a composite decking material. Mr. Greenhaw asked which direction did the gate face. Mr. Krag said north facing the parking lot and it would be adjacent to an existing driveway that would be used to gain access for maintenance purposes. He said they would also store 2 trailers in the enclosure. Mr. Claus asked what were the total dimensions of the enclosure.  Mr. Krag said 30 x 60. Mr. Greenhaw asked if the generators were natural gas.  Mr. Krag said yes. Mr. Caton made a motion to approve the request.  Ms. Guard seconded.  A vote was called and the motion carried with the following votes being cast:

Item 4:	Report on Historic Preservation Zoning District Zoning Violations.

Ms. Martin said the owner of 1500 N. Stiles responded to the notice and submitted a timeline for the repairs. She said the first thing she intended to do was clean up the yard and remove all the debris and then get an estimate of the cost to rehabilitate the structure. 

Ms. Martin said the owner of 419 NE 14th Street also responded with a timeframe for the repairs on the house. Ms. Martin said she received no response from the owner of 428 NE 14th Street.  Ms. Guard said she had seen some activity at that house in the last couple of weeks. Mr. Smith asked Ms. Martin to emphasize the work on the exterior was the greatest concern. Ms. Douglas agreed and they may need to know the Commission’s concern was the exterior. 

Mr. Smith said on the vacant lot owned by the State across from the Pharmacy building a load of landscaping rocks were dumped there a while ago and it had been there so it long it has become solid. He said it was kind of an eyesore and asked if we could pass that on to the appropriate person. Chairman Day said as the project for renovation to the Capitol building progress the vacant lots might be used as a staging area. She said in the mean time they would get that cleaned up.  

Mr. Kramer asked about the appointment of a member of the Long Term Capital Planning Commission to the Commission. Ms. Martin said as far
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as she knew the members had not been appointment. Chairman Day said that was correct and she had not received any list. She said the last word she received was they were still discussing the appointment of the members.
