Item 2:	Proposed amendment of the Citizen’s Advisory Committee By-			Laws, Article II-Membership and Article V-Nominations for 			Membership to include a language regarding property of 				members or potential members being in compliance with the 			Capitol-Medical Center Improvement and Zoning District 				Zoning Regulations and the applicable codes of the City of 			Oklahoma City.

Ms. Martin asked Mr. Smith if he would give the Commission the recommendation of the Citizen’s Advisory Committee.  Mr. Smith said he felt it was best to stay clear of an amendment to the regulations. He said the Committee’s attitude toward the amendment was that the language didn’t apply to most members on the Commission because they don’t live in the zoning district. Mr. Smith said the Committee felt that additional restrictions were not necessary. Chairman Caton asked if the Commission needed to take any action on this item. Ms. Martin said no it was just for discussion. 

Item 3:	Discussion of proposed amendment to OAC 120, Capitol-				Medical Center Improvement and Zoning District Regulations 			to include a Section regulating Vehicle Food Sales in the 			Capitol-Medical Center Improvement and Zoning District.  
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Ms. Martin said this was not a regulation that was necessary for the Commission but the City’s regulations for this use was in their zoning code and was not enforceable in our zoning district and the code inspector was concerned. Ms. Martin said they were allowed in the Capitol Complex and the Health Center but they were always invited and on private property. She said the municipal attorney recommend the Commission establish a regulation to assist the City. Ms. Welch said this was a growing industry and the City was in the process of updating their regulations. Ms. Martin said she thought it would be a good idea to wait until the City approves the updated regulation.  The members agreed.

Item 5:	Confirmation of Citizen’s Advisory Committee Membership 				Terms.

Ms. Martin said the members of the Committee agreed to continue and the Committee recommended approval.  Mr. Manzelli made a motion to approve confirmation by the Chairman.  Ms. Douglas seconded.  A vote was called and the motion carried unanimously.

Ms. Martin said the House Bill recreates the Commission for one year, but she has not been called for a House Committee meeting. Mr. Kramer said he didn’t understand why it was only for one year because they could abolish Boards or Commissions at anytime.

Ms. Martin said that all of the owners of the vacant and boarded structures that were sent to the City Council except one were working with the City to make the needed improvements. Mr. Smith said it looked good and he noticed a building that had been boarded for quite some time and pleased that actions were being taken to make the necessary improvements.
