Item 2: 	Request by CompSource Oklahoma for building permit    				authorizing the installation of premises 						identification signage at 1901 N. Walnut Avenue.	

Ms. Martin pointed out the location of the site, uses in the vicinity and existing signage. She said there were currently 4 premises identification signs, 3 ground mounted and one building mounted.  Ms. Elmore said the Governor signed a Bill in May of 2013 mutualizing CompSource and they were currently a quasi state agency and were moving to a mutual insurance company and there was a need to change the name on the signage. She said the installation of signage would take place in November/December.

Mr. Gleason said the ground mounted signs would be constructed of an internal steel frame with routed aluminum faces with blue lettering with a small white outline. He said the ground mounted signs would be placed in the same locations as existing signage. Mr. Gleason said they wanted to increase the size of the building mounted signage for better visibility. Mr. Ooten made a motion to approve the request.  Mr. Greenhaw seconded.  A vote was called and the motion carried with the following votes being cast:

Item 3:	Report on the City of Oklahoma City’s zoning regulation 			amendment for Vehicle Food Sales and the possibility of 			amending the Capitol-Medical Center Improvement and Zoning 			District Regulations to include a Section regulating the 			use in the zoning district.

Ms. Martin said that Ms. Armstrong from Oklahoma City Licensing Division was attending the meeting to speak to the Commission about Vehicle Food Sales as they are regulated by Oklahoma City. Ms. Armstrong explained the City’s requirements for Food Truck Sales and those of other government entities. Mr. Kramer asked if there had been reports or complaints about food trucks in the zoning district.  Ms. Martin said no. Mr. Kramer asked if the Commission had any regulations to prevent them from operation in the zoning district and what were the dangers of not having a rule. Ms. Martin said there were no rules and the only reason the Commission was being asked to establish a rule was the Inspector for the area was concerned because they are regulated under the City’s zoning ordinance that cannot be enforced in the zoning district. She said if a food truck was operating in the zoning district that was not in compliance with the City ordinance he could not issue a citation. 

Ms. Armstrong said this was a public safety issue and not having a license and health inspections could endanger the public. Mr. Greenhaw asked if the Commission could require them to be licensed by the City before they could operate in the zoning district.  Mr. Kramer said a regulations could say they may operate in the district as long as they have the appropriate licenses. Mr. Smith said he agreed and that appeared to be the simplest solution. Ms. Douglas said the Commission did have an obligation to say something in support of the Inspector and she agreed that was the simplest solution. Mr. Kramer said  referencing the City’s ordinance in the zoning regulations would authorize the inspector to enforce the regulation. Mr. Kramer said he would work with Staff to formulate language for a possible regulation amendment.

Being no further business, the meeting was Adjourned.
