Item 2:	Miscellaneous Alleged Zoning Violation of Title 120, Subsection 120:10-5-3.1. (b)(2), (b)(3), and (b)(4) Historic Preservation District (HP) at Classen’s North Highland Parked Addition, Block 4, Lot 10, commonly described as 1500 N. Stiles Avenue, Oklahoma City, Oklahoma.

Ms. Martin said there were 3 properties in the Historic Preservation District that had been vacant and boarded for several years. She said of the 3 the only owner to respond was 419 NE 14th Street who stated they would appear before the Board of Review with a plan to rehabilitate their house.

Ms. Martin said the property at 1500 N. Stiles had been vacant and boarded for over 20 years. She said the Board of Review’s recommendation and Finding of Fact was included in the Staff Report. Ms. Guard said this was a nice looking house and the condition was tragic. Mr. Smith said if the Commission voted to issue its Order and turned the matter over to the City the owners would have adequate time to make the necessary repairs. Item 3:	Miscellaneous Alleged Zoning Violation of Title 120, Subsection 120:10-5-3.1.(b)(2), (b)(3), and (b)(4)  Historic Preservation District (HP) at Classen’s North Highland Parked Addition, Block 3, Lot 4, commonly described as 428 NE 14th Street, Oklahoma City, Oklahoma.

Ms. Martin said this property had been vacant and boarded for several years and although it appeared to be structurally sound it continues to deteriorate. Chairman Day said the Board of Review’s Finding of Fact and recommendation was included in the Staff Report. Ms. Douglas made a motion to approve the Finding of Fact.  Mr. Smith seconded. Item 4:	Request by Spirit Billboards (Forest Siding Supply Incorporated, Owner) to rezone a portion of land in Part of the Northwest Quarter, Section 27, Township 12 North, Range 3 West, commonly described as 1825 N. Walnut Avenue   (aka, Sear’s Warehouse) from Restricted Light Industrial (I-1) to Light Industrial (I-2)to allow for placement of an billboard sign.

Ms. Martin said the applicant’s request was to rezone a portion of the property to install a digital billboard and pointed out the two options for the sign’s location. Mr. Lefebvre said the applicant was requesting to rezone one of the two proposed alternative locations one along NE 18th Street and the other along 16th Place to I-2 Light Industrial. He said the City of Oklahoma zoned property adjacent to this location on the west was Moderate Industrial and a transition to the I-2 zoning provided for a good location for a billboard sign. Mr. Lefebvre said the Citizen’s Advisory Committee voted to recommend approval of the rezoning and recommended the 16th Place location. He said at that location the view of the Capitol and dome would not be impacted by the installation of the sign. Mr. Caton asked if the sign company had a preference as to the location.  Mr. Lefebvre said the company didn’t have preference but felt the Citizen’s Advisory 
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Committee picked the most appropriate location. Mr. Johnson asked if the Citizen’s Advisory Committee had members south of the location.  Ms. Martin said no that 16th Place was the zoning district boundary.  She said residents were notified of the request to rezone and she received no response, but there may be someone at the meeting that would like to speak to the issue. Mr. Caton asked what was the height of the sign.  Mr. Lefebvre said no higher 70 feet. Ms. Douglas asked what was the height of the highway at that point.  Mr. Lefebvre said 25 feet above grade with the additional 3 feet of the railing. Mr. Johnson asked if there were rendering to show what it looked like. Mr. Lefebvre said it would be the same height as the one on the other side of the highway. 

Mr. Claus asked about the highway separation requirements for billboards.  Mr. Lefebvre said from the Department of Transportation’s perspective it was 1,000 feet and he believed Oklahoma City was 1,200. Mr. Claus asked where were the nearest sign north and south bound. Mr. Lefebvre said north was 23rd Street and he was not aware of any sign to the south. Mr. Williams said on the east side of the highway there was not one for a half a mile on the south. Mr. Claus asked they intend to operate the sign in accordance with highway standards of the 8 second rule.  Mr. Williams said yes. Mr. Claus asked if it would be the same illumination levels. Mr. Williams said yes. Mr. Claus said that the message would change every 8 second and there could be no moving video. Mr. Caton made a motion to approve Option 1. Chairman Day said she believed the Commission would also have to do a rule amendment in conjunction with the request. Ms. Martin said yes. Mr. Kramer suggested the Commission first consider the rezoning as a separate issue and then consider the rule amendment. Mr. Douglas seconded.  A vote was called and the motion carried with the following votes being cast:

Item 5:	Request by Spirit Billboards (Forest Siding Supply Incorporated, Owner) for a building permit authorizing the installation of a 48’ x 14’ LED Digital Billboard sign at 1825 N. Walnut (aka Sears Warehouse).

Ms. Martin said the proposed sign was similar to the one in the photograph that was located at NE 23rd Street at I-235. Item 6:	Request by DEI Communities for building permit authorizing the installation of premises signage at 215 NE 28th Street.

Ms. Martin pointed out the location of the primary premises sign was at the corner of NE 28th and Stiles. Mr. Arnold said the renovation of the building was underway and they expected to be able to use the clubhouse and office by the first of July. He said the main identification sign would be located at the southeast corner and a smaller sign for their leasing office in the same location as the existing Park Place building identification signage.  Mr. Arnold said the sign located at the corner would sit at an angle allowing it to be seen from all 4 corners and it met the setback requirements. He said the area around the sign would be lighted and landscaped. He said the 5’-10” x 10’-6” internally/externally illuminated flat aluminum sign would sit on a concrete base and contained the apartment name and logo. Mr. Arnold said the second sign that identified the leasing office would be the same design as the primary sign but would not be illuminated. He  said   they   also   intend   to   put   in  building  
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identification signage on the interior and exterior building walls, addresses, parking, and the light pole banner sign along NE 28th Street. Mr. Claus asked if they had to get permission from O G & E for the banner signs. Mr. Eckel said it was private lighting and they would own and maintain the light poles. He said they were not true street lights they would only provide light along the sidewalk. Mr. Smith made a motion to approve the permit.  Mr. Caton seconded.  A vote was called and the motion carried with the following votes being cast:

Item 7:	Request by John Turman for building permit authorizing the construction of a 720 square foot addition to 725 NE 21st Street in the Lincoln Terrace “Historic Preservation” District.	

Ms. Martin said the owner was requesting permission to place an addition on the rear of the dwelling. She said the addition would allow the owners to expand the kitchen and add a master bedroom. Ms. Martin said the Board of Review approved a Certificate of Appropriateness for the project and the Citizen’s Advisory Committee recommended approval. Mr. Claus asked if they would use the same roof material and stucco.  Ms. Martin said yes as well as the exposed rafters.  Mr. Claus made a motion to approve the permit.  Ms. Guard seconded. Ms. Guard said she felt it was difficult for the Commission and subcommittees to have credibility if the members did not comply with the rules. Mr. Smith suggested that any member that is not in compliance with the regulation should be held accountable. Mr. Johnson said he felt any person should go through the Commission process for properties with maintenance issues and a statement should be issued that all members of the subcommittees were expected to be fully compliant with the rules and regulations. He said the members should be held to the same standard as their neighbors. Chairman Day said she agreed with Mr. Johnson’s comments. Mr. Kramer said he was concerned that this issue was not on the agenda for discussion. Ms. Douglas said they should do that at a later date with a statement of the Commission’s expectations. Mr. Kramer said he would recommend the Commission vote on the confirmation and a general directive from the Chair that the Committee representative and staff discuss this issue at the next Committee meeting and get their view and bring those to the Commission.
