This Solicitation is a Contract Document and is a request for proposal in connection with the Contract awarded by the Office of Management and Enterprise Services as more particularly described below. Any defined term used herein but not defined herein shall have the meaning ascribed in the General Terms or other Contract Document.  

PURPOSE 

The Contract is awarded on behalf of the Oklahoma School of Science and Mathematics (OSSM) for tree removal services. This contract is to provide tree removal services to clear the residential campus of OSSM, located at 1141 North Lincoln Boulevard, Oklahoma City, Oklahoma, from debris resulting from the October 2020 ice storm. OSSM has identified approximately 325 trees from which damaged limbs need to be removed.  To include removal of all limbs and tree debris on ground.
1 Contract Term and Renewal Options

1.1 The Contract term, which begins on the effective date of the Contract, is to be completed by date that is in the bidder response or the negotiated date.

2 Obligations of Supplier 

2.1 The vendor will be expected to work cooperatively with OSSM and to adapt to developing circumstances should they arise. 

2.2 The vendor will assume full responsibility for cutting down and removal of tree limbs and trees as identified by OSSM that are dead, storm damaged, diseased, deteriorated, or pose a safety hazard to the public. 

2.3 Services include cutting down all limbs that are damaged, as well as trees, debris removal and disposal, and clean up associated with these arborist activities.

2.4 The vendor shall furnish all labor, supervision, supplies, tools, equipment and other means necessary for performing and completing the work.

2.5 The services are to be performed by tree workers, who through related training and on the job experience are familiar with the techniques and hazards of this work including trimming, maintenance, repairing, and removal, and equipment in such operations.


2.6 Clean Up

A. The vendor shall be responsible for the cleaning up of the job site and shall repair or restore all structures and property that may be damaged or disturbed during performance of the work to its prior condition.

B. All debris from tree removal process shall be cleaned up within twenty-four (24) hours after debris has been removed, unless authorized by OSSM. All logs, branches, vines and brush shall be removed from the site. It shall be the responsibility of the vendor to remove and dispose of all logs, brush, vines and debris resulting from the tree removal operations at no additional cost to OSSM.

C. No on-site areas will be designated as log/limb storage areas.
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
