	Description of Amendment:

	a. This is to incorporate the following:

	On behalf of the State of Oklahoma, the Office of Management and Enterprise Services (OMES) gives notice of the following questions concerning this solicitation, received during the QA period, which closed on April 5, 2021.  All questions and procurement/agency responses are detailed below:

Q1: Will there be restricted locations and restricted for the contractors work trucks such as bucket trucks? If so, will these areas be marked or will a map be provided?   
Response: There are two main sidewalks that run parallel to each other across campus. One sidewalk is "vehicle rated" and the other is a "pedestrian" sidewalk. Vehicles will be prohibited from the "pedestrian" sidewalk. The "vehicle" sidewalk is the furthest west of the two sidewalks when going north on campus (see attached map). If the need arises to cross the "pedestrian" sidewalk to access specific locations, the OSSM facilities manager will determine best location to cross at that time. All other areas of campus will be able to be accessed with work trucks.

Q2:  We are aware that the contractor will be required to remove debris however, does the bidding company have a partnership with any companies that accept the debris? 
Response: ​No, there is no partnership with any company to accept debris.

Q3: The contract states the count of 325 trees, is the total of all trees on the property? If not, will the trees that are in question be designated and how will there be? Will a map be provided? 
Response: 325 trees are the total number of trees with broken and/or hanging limbs, it is not the total number of trees on property. This may not be an exact number of trees, but is intended as an estimate to provide an idea of the size of job to be performed. Trees with limbs to be removed will not be designated, all broken and/or hanging limbs are to be removed from all trees on campus.

Q4: During the meeting it was observed that there were trees that need to be removed. It is also noted in the scope of work but there is no count given. Can you confirm that trees will be removed? Are these trees apart of the 325 count mentioned above? If so, how many of the 325 will be removed? Will the trees being removed be designated and if so, how? Will maps be supplied with these details? ​
Response: No trees will be removed, solicitation is for removal of broken and/or hanging limbs only.
                                                             
Q5: What's the expected timeline for beginning the project? Is it something that can wait until the kids are out of school for the summer for safety reasons? 
Response: OSSM would like the project to begin as soon as possible. Most of the tree limbs are located outside of the areas of campus typically occupied by students, and specific locations can be restricted to student access on a temporary basis as needed during the project to ensure student safety.

Q6: What are the limitations on what equipment may be brought in? Areas where a bucket truck, chippers, loaders, etc. may and may not go? 
Response: There are no limitations on equipment that may be brought to campus. Vehicles may access all areas of campus with the exception of the "pedestrian" sidewalk, as detailed previously.

Q7:  Are all rips, tears, and deadwood to be removed or only over a certain diameter ( i.e., only removing deadwood/rips over 2" in diameter)? 
Response: Any portion of the tree that is broken/hanging needs to be removed, with no size restriction. If the trunk of the tree has broken from the weight of the ice, the entire tree will be removed (no stump grinding). However, dead trees that are still standing will not be removed at this time.

Q8:  Is the contractor responsible for all leaves and small twigs left from debris piles that have been sitting since October? ​
Response: Yes, contractor is responsible for clearing all leaves and twigs from debris piles that have been on campus for the past several months.
