	On behalf of the State of Oklahoma, the Office of Management and Enterprise Services (OMES) gives notice of the following questions concerning this solicitation, received during the Wiki QA period, which closed on 6/1/21. All questions and procurement/agency responses are detailed below:

We have most of the capabilities that are mentioned in the solicitation, especially since we’re already doing similar training for the Airforce HIFT (Helicopter Initial Flight Training) program.
We have a couple of questions:
Q1:  Most of our fleet contain helicopters built in the mid 90’s. This doesn’t meet the requirement e. (Facility must operate, at a minimum, two (2) helicopters manufactured since the year 2000 to ensure available equipment for instruction.) Is there some flexibility on this?
a. The fleet consists of 3 206B3, 1 206L4, and 1 AS350 with night vision capabilities.
Q2:  Our hangar and training facility is located at the Georgetown Airport near Austin, Texas. This is a little further than the 200 statute mile radius requirement. Is there flexibility on this requirement?
