ALLOWABLE/NON-ALLOWABLE EXPENSE CATEGORIES
The following list of allowable and unallowable costs is described to assist you in your budget preparation. A narrative description of all items must be included in Detailed Budget and Justification. Contractor must retain records that adequately identify the source and application of funds provided for financially assisted activities.

ALLOWABLE BUDGET CATEGORIES
· Allowable costs must be consistent with section 34 CFR Subtitle A §80.22 Allowable costs.

· INDIRECT COSTS: LIMITED TO 17.5% OF DIRECT COSTS.

· Direct Costs: These costs shall be paid on a reimbursement basis:

1. Personnel: Personnel costs include benefits. No more than cumulative 1/12th of personnel cost will be paid out each month.
2. Rent, Utilities and Maintenance: Limited to the direct costs of the program funded.
3. Telephone and Communications equipment: Includes cell phones and other communications equipment. Limited to the direct costs of the program funded.
4. Program Supplies and Equipment: Equipment purchases shall be limited to a maximum of
$2,000 unless prior approval is obtained by the State Project Director. For the purposes of this contract, equipment is defined as an item with a unit price of $500.00 or more and a usable life of one year or more. Supplies include general office supplies, postage, training material, outreach efforts, and other items used in performance of Wraparound and Systems of Care.
5. Travel and Transportation: Travel/Per Diem: All travel costs shall be in accordance with the Oklahoma State Travel Reimbursement Act (OSTRA). The purchase of vehicles is not allowed.
6. Other Direct Expenses required for Program Operation: These costs include other allowable direct expenses.
7. Indirect costs. Maximum of 17.5%. All indirect costs must be fully disclosed as to their content.

UNALLOWABLE BUDGET CATEGORIES
· Any activity that is not directly related to the provision Systems of Care.
· Advocacy efforts that involve hiring of lobbyists or travel for the purpose of lobbying.
· Supplanting or replacing current Systems of Care funded activities and costs
