EXHIBIT 1 

The supplier will meet all federal requirements that govern ATC operations and are applicable to the VFR tower.

Copies of any mandated programs and reports will be provided to the OSIDA and the Government. All required publications and manuals will be provided by the Supplier including document of daily operations / traffic counts.

The supplier shall provide air traffic control services during the following hours of operation:
Monday through Friday from 9:00 AM – 1:00AM within 15 minutes allowed for pre-duty familiarization and checklists and a maximum of 12 selected Saturdays. Supplier will provide a total staff of six ATC personnel. A minimum of 2 air traffic control personnel shall always be on duty. Supplier will observe all Federal Holidays. Supplier will guarantee a 40-hour work week for tower personnel.
Supplier will also be responsible for the Set Up and Retrieval of light kits associated with NVG operations.

Government shall provide a monthly schedule identifying dates requiring NVG light set up. Supplier shall place the Government furnished light kit (containing 5 lights) at strategic locations according to Government-provided drawings. Lights shall be set up approximately 15 minutes prior to usage start time and may be retrieved 15 minutes prior to airfield closing for Government Flight Training Aircraft or when no longer needed (as confirmed by aircrews). Government shall provide training to Supplier personnel required to set up light kits.

On nights requiring light set up, the airfield shall be closed to Government aircraft engaged in NVG flight operations 15 minutes prior to end of performance period. If aircraft is in the area, ATC shall notify the aircraft commander of the closure. If aircraft fails to leave the airspace, Supplier shall notify the agency liaison on the next duty day and provided the aircraft call sign. If this situation results in overtime by the Supplier, the overtime payment of time and a half will apply.

The Supplier will provide (6) personnel necessary to manage and operate the tower and its related activities. Salaries will be in accordance with the Federal Wage and Determination Guidelines associated with the present location. Supplier will be responsible for providing Liability Insurance, Workers Compensation, Health Insurance and Retirement Benefits.


Usage Reports

All Contract Usage Reports shall meet the following criteria:

Electronic submission in Microsoft Excel format to jon.eller@oesc.state.ok.us;
Quarterly submission regardless of whether there were    transactions under the Contract during the applicable quarterly reporting period;
Submission no later than forty-five (45) days following the end of each calendar quarter;

Contract quarterly reporting periods shall be as follows:

January 01 through March 31;
April 01 through June 30;
July 01 through September 30; and
October 01 through December 31.

Reports must include the following information:

Order date;
Purchase Order number or note that the transaction was paid by Purchase Card;
City in which products or services were received or specific office or subdivision title;
Product manufacturer or type of service;
Manufacturer item number, if applicable;
Product description;
General product category, if applicable;
Quantity;
Unit list price or MSRP, as applicable;
Unit price charged to the purchasing entity; and
Other Contract usage information requested by the OESC.


To ensure payment is properly accounted for, Supplier shall provide the following information with payment: (i) reference to the applicable Contract Usage Report and quarterly reporting period and (ii) the applicable contract number(s).
