	Description of Amendment:

	a. This is to incorporate the following:

	On behalf of the State of Oklahoma, the Office of Management and Enterprise Services (OMES) gives notice of the following questions concerning this solicitation, received during the Wiki QA period, which closed on 04/19/2022. All questions and procurement/agency responses are detailed below:

Q1: Can the state provide a list of travel locations that personnel may have to deploy to so the cost can be captured in the pricing document?

Response: There will be no other locations, just the Burns Flat location.

Q2: Can the state provide the current Wage Determination that needs to be used for this solicitation?  

Response: You can find this information on the Department of Labor website: https://beta.SAM.gov


Q3: There is no mention of Air Traffic Control (ATC) Liability insurance in the solicitation.  Absence of such coverage places the government, contractors and their employees at increased risk.  As contractors and their employees are not covered by the TORTS Act, they may face litigation should a claim or claims occur while providing service under this contract. Not requiring minimally acceptable insurance will create an unfair competition as prudent companies who work in this space will provide the necessary coverage, which may result in a higher price that is not based upon an equal evaluation of cost. A company who does not purchase an adequate insurance policy will subject its employees as well as the government to the risk of claims or litigation.  We respectfully request that you consider a requirement for aviation liability insurance in the solicitation. 
Response: Air Traffic Control (ATC) Liability insurance
Proof of Aviation liability insurance in the amount of ten million per Attachment B 8.13F.

Q4: Can the state assist the supplier in identifying the needed equipment and furniture for this opportunity?

Response:
 How many bookcases are in the office facility? You would need to determine the amount of bookcases that are necessary for your needs per Section C.7.
What type of phone lines are in the office? T1 Internet and the Provider cannot disclose that information.
How many desk, table and chairs are in the office? You would need to determine your needs per section C.7.1.
What is the nomenclature for the battery B/U Power Supply in the office and in the tower? Diesel generator.
What is the nomenclature for the binoculars in the control tower? 50 powers.
What type of Crash Phone and Tower Phone Line System is in the tower? Can the state provide what the current monthly service cost for these two systems are? The service is through Windstream, you would need to contact them as we do not have access to this information.

Q4: Reference janitorial services, can the state identify who the vendor is for this service and if the supplier has to pay any cost?  If the supplier has to pay a cost, what is the current cost?

Response: You are responsible for Janitorial services per section C.12.

Q5: Contract Attachment B – General Terms, Paragraph 8.1.B.  While Commercial General Liability (CGL) is incorporated as a requirement, CGL will not respond to aviation-related services and/or incidents.  Commercial General Liability insurance will not respond to liability associated with aviation operations. 

Will the State amend the solicitation documents to require bidders to include aviation operations liability insurance in their bids to be deemed responsive?


Response: Should be Yes.


Q6: Bidder Instructions, Paragraph 8.2.K instructs bidders to include financial and associated information to be inserted into Section Eleven.  However, the Solicitation documents appear to be silent on what, if anything, is affirmatively required for inclusion with a bidder’s response.

 Are any financial documents and/or any other documents required to be submitted in Section 11?

Response: Don’t think this is necessary.


Q7: Exhibit 1 states, “Salaries will be in accordance with the Federal Wage and Determination Guidelines associated with the present location.”  Additionally, Exhibit 3, Paragraph f. “Successor contracts” states, in part:

“If this contract succeeds a contract subject to the Act under which substantially the same services…and service employees were paid wages and fringe benefits provided for in a collective bargaining agreement, in the absence of the minimum wage attachment for this contract setting forth such collectively bargained wage rates and fringe benefits, neither the Contractor…shall pay any service employee performing any of the contract work…less than the wages and fringe benefits provided for in such collective bargaining agreement…”

DISCLOSURE:  At present, the employees at the Clinton Sherman are covered under a collective bargaining agreement, a copy of which is attached hereto.  Any bidder who is not provided with a copy of this will not have all the information required to ensure its price proposal incorporates all required wage rates and fringe benefits.  Thus, price evaluation will not consider the requirements of the CBA and will not allow for proper realism evaluation.
