This Solicitation is a Contract Document and is a request for proposal in connection with the Contract awarded by the Office of Management and Enterprise Services as more particularly described below. Any defined term used herein but not defined herein shall have the meaning ascribed in the General Terms or other Contract Document.  

PURPOSE 

This/These Contract(s) is/are awarded on behalf of the Oklahoma Department of Commerce (ODOC), acting in partnership with the Oklahoma Center for Advancement of Science & Technology (OCAST) for the location of a sustainable business accelerator in Tulsa.

In the FY 2021 legislative session, the Department of Commerce was tasked with creating an Oklahoma Accelerator Program.  The program is required to leverage private capital with the objective of stimulating growth of early-stage startup companies throughout the state by connecting them with global entrepreneurial ecosystems to drive business talent and investment opportunities.

The goal of this program is for businesses to participate as cohorts within each accelerator with an emphasis on Oklahoma based companies whenever practical.  After successfully exiting the accelerator, in exchange for an equity interest in the exiting company; OCAST will have the option to invest funds as a limited partner in the exiting company as a match with private funds, subject to availability of state funds.

1.	Contract Term and Renewal Options
The initial Contract term, which begins on the effective date of the Contract, is one year and there are four [4] one-year options to renew the Contract.  

2.	Contract Requirements
The selected vendor must agree to all of the following terms in addition to obligations set forth in other Contract Documents: 
· Vendor must perform all of the tasks listed within Subsection 8.1.B and 8.1.C as specified in the Bidder Instructions document
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
