If a current State Use vendor is selected as the Supplier, will current State Use contracts be terminated at the time of award for the Supplier? Yes
If a current State Use vendor is selected as the Supplier, will the Supplier be allowed to work out the remaining timeline of any/all State Purchase Orders for a previously awarded State Use contract? No
If a current State Use vendor is selected as the Supplier, will there be a provision to allow a 3rd party/independent reviewer to award State Use contracts to the Supplier? No
Will the Supplier be restricted from submitting bids and providing State Use contracts to State departments/entities? Yes
Will the Supplier be given access to the Oklahoma Supplier Portal to assist with managing the partnership with the State? No
1.	understands that the current RFP is a solicitation for a non-profit to act as the CNA for the Oklahoma State Use Program. The CNA facilitates the qualification of CRPs which would then be certified by the state. Once the CRPs are certified, the CNA facilitates contracts between the CRPs and Oklahoma state agencies and any other governmental agency participating in the State Use Program. some other figure? What will be the interplay between the OMES funding and the administrative fee? The 1% will not change.  There will be no connection between the funding for this project and the 1% administrative fee.

8.	The RFP refers to payment made via Purchase Card (Attachment B, 7.1.H) Are there fees associate with the Purchase Card and if so, what are they? If there is a fee, is it already calculated in the current cost of products and services or will it be taken from the CNA’s management fee? No, OMES does not assess fees to pcard purchases.

9.	The RFP refers to obligations that potentially attach to the use of federal funds (Attachment B, 9.4). Are federal funds currently being paid to CRPs performing duties and/or supplying goods under the State Use Program? If so, what is the source of the federal funds? Yes, unknown- it is dependent upon agency that is utilizing the funds.

10.	The RFP refers to electronic communications and the obligation to submit them in conformity to the Federal Rehabilitation Act (Attachment B, 9.10). What current or future CRP contract(s) would implicate this section? Does the state intend this section to include communications between the CNA and the state? Yes, All communications must be compliant with Section 508.

11.	The RFP contemplates that the CNA would be subject to audits (Attachment B, 10.1). anticipates that the scope of the audits would be limited to those documents which
are directly involved in its discharge of duties under the State Use Program and not to documents relating to the internal operations of	. Is this correct? Yes

12.	The RFP requires	to warrant that it has a tested and proven system designed to
protect confidential information (Attachment B, 11.1). What constitutes a “tested and proven” system? The system must comply with all State and Federal laws in regards to protection of  confidential information.

13.	The RFP discusses responsibility for data breaches (Attachment B, 11.3). understands this section to apply to those circumstances where        , rather than a CRP has caused and/or allowed a data breach. Is this correct? Yes

14.	The RFP discusses unspecified conflicts of interest and specifies that they could constitute grounds for a complete or partial termination of the contract (Attachment B, 12). How does the state of Oklahoma define a conflict of interest and what acts and/or omissions would constitute a conflict of interest assuming that	is otherwise in compliance with the contract?  Supplier, its employees, agents and subcontractors are required to disclose any outside activity or interest that conflicts or may conflict with the best interest of the State.
