	Description of Amendment:

	a. This is to incorporate the following:

	On behalf of the State of Oklahoma, the Office of Management and Enterprise Services (OMES) gives notice of the following questions concerning this solicitation, received during the Wiki QA period, which closed on  5/31/2022. All questions and procurement/agency responses are detailed below:

1. Do you have a list of allowables/exclusions regarding expenses that are/are not reimbursable through this solicitation? If there is no list, are capital funds a reimbursable expenditure?  
        
Answer: Construction, building rehab and land purchase is not allowable.   All other expenditures would need to be considered by OKDHS on an individual basis.  
            
 
1. Can you give guidance on the required outcomes stated in Exhibit 3: Performance Measures? Specifically, do you have examples or recommendations for successful outcome gathering related to “Children who missed 11 or more days of school per year due to illness or injury” and “Children who have been suspended from school”? 

Answer: An example of successful outcome measures related to children who have been suspended and/or missed 11 days or more of school could be a decrease in suspensions and or troublesome behavior and absences from school.   Other examples might be increased school attendance and improved grades.

   
3.      Will there be a bidder conference for TANF Solicitation 8300001197?   
              
Answer: There will not be a bidder conference for this solicitation.

4. Can money be used for incentives for youth to participate in programming?     

Answer: Yes, incentive payments are allowable under TANF. ​ 
  
5. Can money be used as stipends for site coordinators at program implementation settings?  ​

Answer: Yes, assuming the site coordinators are conducting program-related work. ​ 
   
6. Can grantees subaward/subgrant with local school districts and city county health departments (i.e., organizations that do not have a 501(c)(3) status)?  ​

Answer: This solicitation requires 501c3 status. ​​ 
  
7. Is there a limit to the number of subgrantees? ​

Answer: As Oklahoma is a procurement state, this is not a grant.  It is a contract for services, therefore, there would only be a subcontractor, not a subgrantee.    Any work to be contracted out must have prior approval.    The intent is the Supplier would oversee the contracted services.   However, depending on the nature of the project, it may be possible that some pieces may be subcontracted out - with prior approval from DHS.  
  
8. Is there a minimum or maximum amount that can be awarded to a subgrantee? 

Answer: As Oklahoma is a procurement state, this is not a grant.  It is a contract for services, therefore, there would only be a subcontractor, not a subgrantee.  Any work to be contracted out must have prior approval.    The intent is the Supplier would oversee the contracted services.   However, depending on the nature of the project, it may be possible that some pieces may be subcontracted out - with prior approval from DHS.   
  
9. Can funding be used to pay for contraception?  

Answer: As the Oklahoma State Department of Health (OSDH) provides Family Planning services for DHS, funding for this contract will not be utilized to pay for contraception.  
  
10. In regard to the bid for #8300001197, can you advise if capital improvement expenses could be allowable that have a direct and measurable correlation to the number of clients served?  

Answer: Construction, building rehab and land purchase is not allowable.   All other expenditures would need to be considered by OKDHS on an individual basis.  
 
11. Item 2.3d states, "Out of state travel must be approved in advance by the OKDHS Contract Monitor."  
0. Does the travel need to be approved in advance of the bid? In advance of the contract? Or just in advance of the travel incurring any costs? ​
Answer: In advance of incurring any out of state travel costs.  
0. In other words: may we include out of state travel in our proposal without pre-approval, with the understanding it will have to be approved later?​ 
Answer: Yes 
  
12. May a 501 c4 be considered as a bidder if the organization represents a coalition of 501 c3 organizations? 

Answer: Only 501(c)(3) organizations will be considered.  

 13. Is our understanding correct, the full award could be granted in year one and then renewed two more times?   "The Contract term, which begins on the effective date of the Contract, is one year/ The contract may be renewed for up to two additional one-year periods." (Attachment A pg 2 of 6)  ​

Answer: Yes 
  
14. Can funds be used for capital or building acquisition? 

Answer: Construction, building rehab and land purchase is not allowable.   All other expenditures would need to be considered by OKDSH on an individual basis.

Answer: Total over a 3-year period.
