Exhibit 1    STATEMENT OF WORK 

1. Supplier must be a 501(c) (3) non-profit organization.  

2. The programs and services shall only include services that meet TANF Goal 3 and/or 4 as defined by Title IV-A of the Social Security Act and as specified in the State of Oklahoma Contract.  Therefore, the claiming of TANF expenditures are authorized under Title I, § 103 (a) (1) Part A, § 401 (a) (2) of PRWORA. 
3. Organizations receiving TANF funding will provide services related to Youth Supports, helping the Oklahoma Department of Human Services to meet goals three and four of the four purposes of TANF. These include, but are not limited to:

a. Leadership building programming; 
b. Teen pregnancy prevention programming;
c. Supervised after school programs;
d. Supervised summer programs;
e. Subsidized employment programs for youth;
f. Healthy relationship classes;
g. Job placement/ training for young non-custodial parents
h. Special topic – focused school assemblies.
i. Other programs that qualify for funding under TANF Goals 3 and/or 4 per the Decision Table (Exhibit 2 to Attachment A).

4. Programs providing ongoing services must utilize the HOPE Scale to measure Hope. HOPE Scores will be used to demonstrate program impact to the youth being served. 

5. Supplier will be required to measure and report on the 3 specific outcomes and 2 outcomes of supplier’s choice as outlined in Exhibit 3 Performance Measures to evaluate the effectiveness of the funded activities.

6.  Entities receiving TANF and programs awarded must comply with applicable terms outlined in the Social Security Act, Title IV, Part A, and 45 CFR Subpart B, Parts 260 through 265. 

7.  Entities receiving TANF funding through this contract are classified as subrecipients in accordance with 2 CFR Part 200.  Subrecipients must comply with cost principles and all other requirements applicable to subrecipients as described at 2 CFR Part 200.

8. Subrecipients must comply with all program monitoring activities required by OKDHS. These activities include, but are not limited to:	

a. Ensuring that funds are expended in accordance with the applicable cost principles of 2 CFR Part 200 Part E. 
b.  In addition, OKDHS may review the subrecipient’s financial management system (2 CFR 200.302).
c. Ensuring that effective internal controls are used, including complying with federal statutes and taking prompt action in instances of non-compliance (2 CFR 200.303)
d. Ensuring that funds are spent in accordance with federal statutes (2 CFR 200.305)
e. Monitoring program performance reports, data on program objectives and the progress towards meeting those objectives, and additional pertinent data.
f. Retaining program, financial and statistical records for at least seven (7) years from the end of each program year (2 CFR 200.333).
g. Conducting a program audit according to federal regulations (2 CFR 200 Subpart F). 

9.  For purposes of this solicitation, these services shall not be subcontracted to a third party without prior written approval from the OKDHS Contract Monitor. 

10. [bookmark: _GoBack] Supplier will be responsible for recording and reporting family demographic, income ranges, employment status and types of social service benefits received as will be specified in contract award to determine reach of services. The  information collected will be reported in aggregate form and entered by the Supplier into the ERGO management system used by OKDHS Adult & Family Services TANF Unit to collect and report data for the TANF program. 

11. Supplier will be required to register the program through Be A Neighbor as a Neighbor organization and community resource within thirty (30) days of contract execution. (Registration Page (ok.gov))
