	Do the program and services meet a TANF purpose?

Programs that meet a TANF purpose are potentially eligible to be funded, pending allowability with other program rules.

	Is the entire program designed to provide youth supports?

Whether all services funding is being requested for can be considered as part of a youth supports program.

	Does the program provide “assistance”?

Assistance services are “…cash payments, vouchers and other forms of benefits designed to meet a family’s on-going basic needs, i.e., for food, clothing, shelter, utilities, household goods, personal care items, and general incidental expenses.”

Non-assistance services include, but are not limited to, services such as non-medical counseling, case management, employment related services that do not provide financial support.
	Part of the program may not be eligible for TANF funding. Please review the description of assistance and the explanation below.

Assistance programs require detailed data collection on recipient families. due to:
· A 60-month TANF time limit per family;
· Assignment of the recipient’s child support to the state; and 
· Work participation requirements 

Claiming assistance expenditures for families who are not receiving TANF could count against the families’ time limit, and thus negatively impact their ability to receive assistance in the future.
	The program is likely eligible for funding. Continue reviewing questions below.

Programs may provide “non-assistance” services without any time limits, unless the services are “nonrecurrent short-term benefits”

“Nonrecurrent short-term benefits”, which are defined as those designed to deal with a specific area of need, not meant to meet ongoing needs, and for a duration of less than or equal to 4 months, are excluded from the definition of “assistance”


	Exclusions from assistance: Childcare and transportation services and programs for employed families are always considered non-assistance. For families who are unemployed, they are classified as assistance. If a program provides services to employed parents and documents employment status, then transportation and childcare to those families is TANF allowable. 

Requirements for Nonrecurrent short-term benefits: If a program provides nonrecurrent short-term benefits, the agency will be required to collect detailed data on recipient families and report on the dates of services / length of benefits provided to families.

	If yes to question four, does the program serve needy families (i.e. low income) who are citizens or qualified aliens with children under 18 living in their own homes or the home of a relative caretaker?
	The program is likely eligible for funding. 

The partner will be required to submit documentation regarding participant eligibility.
	If the component providing assistance does not serve needy families, then that component is not eligible for TANF funding.


	The organization must be able to identify which participants meet eligibility criteria and if not all participants meet criteria, the program may still be able to be partially funded pending data verification of eligible participants.
