This Solicitation is a Contract Document and is a request for proposal in connection with the Contract awarded by the Office of Management and Enterprise Services as more particularly described below. Any defined term used herein but not defined herein shall have the meaning ascribed in the General Terms or other Contract Document.  

PURPOSE 

The Contract is awarded on behalf of the Oklahoma State Department of Health for the procurement of the services of a qualified organization with the knowledge and capacity to create Oklahoma specific resources to improve the health of individuals and families impacted by Sickle Cell Disease.

1.	Contract Term and Renewal Options
The initial Contract term, which begins on the effective date of the Contract, is through June 30, 2023, and there is 1 six-month option to renew the Contract.  

2.	Duties of the Supplier
1. Establish and convene the Oklahoma Sickle Cell Disease Coalition (OSCDC) 	The contractor must convene the Oklahoma Sickle Cell Disease Coalition, a multidisciplinary committee comprised of relevant stakeholders charged with characterizing the elements needed to establish a comprehensive system of coordinated sickle cell disease (SCD) health care and support services.
a. At minimum, the committee shall include:
i. Parents or caregivers of children with sickle cell disease or other hemoglobinopathy
ii. Adults with sickle cell disease or other hemoglobinopathy
iii. Medical professional specializing in hemoglobinopathies
iv. Pediatrician, Family Practice, or other type of primary care provider
v. Member from Department of Human Services
vi. Member from the Oklahoma Health Care Authority
vii. Member from the Oklahoma State Department of Health
viii. Office of Minority Health and Health Equity
ix. Office of Screening and Special Services
x. Representatives from Oklahoma based Sickle Cell Community- Based Organizations and Patient Advocacy Groups
b. Suggested members include:
i. Researcher or physician from the University of Oklahoma College of Medicine Hematology/Oncology Fellowship Program
ii. Representative from the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics & Dangerous Drugs Control’s Prescription Monitoring Program (PMP)
iii. Representatives from practice/research networks Oklahoma Physicians Resource/Research Network (OKPRN), Oklahoma Child Health Research Network (OCHRN), Oklahoma Pharmacist Resource/Research Network (OKPharmNet), Oklahoma Primary Healthcare Improvement Cooperative (OPHIC), Public Health Institute of Oklahoma (PHIO), Oklahoma Primary Healthcare Extension System (OPHES)
2. Collect, monitor, and disseminate evidence on topics related to SCD care delivery & research
a. Identify opportunities to develop a compendium of practices and strategies related to improving sickle cell disease support, access to care, and provider education in health systems statewide
b. Collect, monitor and distribute educational resources related to SCD best practice data and findings for health care providers who treat pediatric and adult SCD patients in primary and emergency department settings
c. Characterize rural and urban barriers to improving health care and health outcomes for individuals living with SCD in Oklahoma
3. Expand or Enhance SCD Advocacy and Awareness Activities
a. Expand or enhance services to support the physical, mental, and social health of SCD patients and families. Examples of activities that may be proposed include:
i. Provide clinicians, nurses, allied health professionals, community- based organizations and public health agencies with recommendations and strategies to improve care provided to individuals with sickle cell disease and trait
ii. Delivery of trainings to increase understanding of cultural sensitivity, equity and health disparities for providers
iii. Delivery of community-based outreach activities to increase awareness of psychosocial challenges experienced by SCD patients and families
iv. Provide referrals to agencies and community-based organizations that assist with delivery of support services and self-care management in Oklahoma
v. Provide referrals for counseling and mental health services
vi. Provide transition education and peer counseling for patients and providers
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
