1. Supplier Conditions

1.1 The Supplier agrees to comply with State Park rules and regulations and applicable state, local, and federal laws, and regulations and with all other applicable laws, ordinance, and regulations of the county and municipality where the premises are located, with regard to construction, sanitation, licenses, permits and all other matters. Failure to comply may result in the termination of the contract.

1.2 The Supplier agrees to maintain a safe working area daily during and after normal business hours. The Supplier agrees to background check any employee as a condition of their employment and agrees to not employ any individuals who may be considered a habitual or aggravated sex offender as defined in 57 O.S. § 584.

1.3 The Supplier and its employees will conduct business in a professional manner at all times. Any incident of an unprofessional nature that could jeopardize the image or reflect adversely on OTRD or its holdings may be ground for termination.

1.4 No discrimination will be made against any person based on race, creed, sex, age, color, handicap, religion, place of residency, political affiliation, or national origin pursuant to any activity relating to this contract.

1.5 OTRD reserves the right to enter and inspect the premises used by the Supplier at any reasonable time.

1.6 The Supplier agrees to maintain property and casualty insurance to the full deductible amount as specified by the Oklahoma Office of Risk Management. A copy of the insurance policy shall be furnished to OTRD prior to the commencement of any operations. 

1.7 The Supplier does not have the authority or right to get rid of, sell, destroy, or remove any inventory owned by OTRD located within the area identified in the contract. If any inventory or equipment owned by OTRD is reported missing at the conclusion of this contract, the Supplier will be responsible to replace or pay for the replacement of the missing inventory. OTRD and the Supplier shall review the inventory list prior to the commencement of the contract.

1.8 All modifications to existing facilities or new construction associated with this contract shall be reviewed by OTRD for sensitivity of design as it relates to the agency’s desire to develop a theme or appearance at the respective property. The Supplier agrees to prepare and submit all plans and specifications for construction or improvements to be reviewed by OTRD prior to any work commencing on property 

1.9 The Supplier shall be an independent contractor. Nothing contained in this agreement shall be construed to create a partnership or joint venture or an employment relationship between OTRD and the Supplier or their successors in interest.

1.10 Entering this contract does not ensure any success in any future or current RFP processes or any additional contract with OTRD.

1.11 The Supplier agrees to submit to the State all advertising, sales, promotion, and other publicity matters related to the Contract wherein the name of the Agency, its logos, trademarks, or materials are used or mentioned, or language used from which, in the Agency's judgment, an endorsement may be inferred or implied. The Supplier further agrees not to publish or use such advertising, sales promotion, or publicity matter or release any informational pamphlets, notices, press releases, research reports, or similar public notices concerning the Supplier hereunder without obtaining the prior written approval of the Agency.

1.12 Advertising and displays used by the Supplier at the location or used for the location shall not have any political or religious affiliation or iconography present and shall be approved by agency prior to use.

1.13 All existing catering contracts shall be honored through the end of calendar year 2023. All new catering business will be, if part of the final contract, exclusively to the Supplier operating at the park.
