	Description of Amendment:

	a. This is to incorporate the following:

	On behalf of the State of Oklahoma, the Office of Management and Enterprise Services (OMES) gives notice of the following questions concerning this solicitation, received during the Q&A period, which closed on 02/24/23. All questions and procurement/agency responses are detailed below:
**Additional informational documents have also been posted to the website in response to some of the questions asked. Final inventory spreadsheets and plan sets of all facilities attached.


Q. Has a liquor license been located in the State Park locations, previously? 
 
1. Yes, however the ability to serve liquor in the restaurants is dependent on the supplier’s ability to acquire a license. The ability of the Supplier to serve liquor is not a requirement but a value-add.
 
Q. Are ALL facilities, including Parking area and bathrooms, “Code Compliant” with Local, State, ADA & Federal jurisdictions? If not, who pays to bring the facilities up to code? 
 
1. Yes, all restaurants are up to code or are in the process of being brought to code. All requirements will be met prior to the opening of the restaurants. The compliance of other facilities in State parks does not influence the Supplier’s response or business.
 
Q. Is there a Point of Sale (POS) System in place at each location? If so, what is the name? Is the support contract still valid?  
 
1. Yes, point-of-sale system hardware (Revel) is currently installed, but the Supplier will need to secure a POS vendor. 
 
Q.   Is there a Credit Card Processing system at each location? If so, what company is it? 
 
1. These contracts are held by the Supplier and not OTRD; therefore, there is no system at the restaurant currently.
 
Q.  Is there enough Kitchen ware, China, Glassware & silver at each location? Can you provide current inventory totals? So, correct budgets can be submitted. 
 
A. All restaurants are fully equipped with varied inventory (plates, cups, silverware, etc.). Inventory will be provided. 
 
Q. Does each location have uniforms leftover from previous operator? So, correct budgets can be submitted. 
 
1. No, the uniforms from the previous Supplier will not be utilized. The Bidder is expected to provide their own uniforms.
 
Q.  Are there cameras w/ DVRs installed? If so, how many at each location? So, correct budgets can be submitted. 
 
1.  There are not currently any cameras in the facilities. 
 
Q.    Are ALL life safety (e.g. Exist Signs, Fire Extinguishers, Carbon Monoxide Detectors, and Fire/Ansul System) operating and compliant with Local & State requirements per the Fire Marshall?
 
1. Yes, all restaurants are up to code or are in the process of being brought to code. All requirements will be met prior to the opening of the restaurants. The compliance of other facilities in State parks does not influence the Supplier’s response or business.
 
Q.    Is all the kitchen & catering equipment operational? Can you provide an inventory list of each piece of equipment from each location? This will affect the menu options if certain equipment doesn’t exist.
 
1. An inventory list has been provided. All equipment is fully operational, and the Supplier may provide their own equipment to accommodate menu options they wish to have. The agency will not be responsible for the maintenance, upkeep and replacement of equipment the Supplier provides. 
 
Q. If equipment or facility, is in need of repair, who repairs it and who absorbs the cost of these repairs?
 
1. The agency is responsible for all facility maintenance and repairs related to maintenance. All additional repairs are dependent on contract terms.
 
Q.   Are all Casegoods & Softgoods in good repair? If not, who pays to repair/replace items? 
 
1. All are in good repair. Repairs and maintenance are dependent on contract terms. 
 
Q. Would we be able to see a copy of the last Health Inspection(s) at each location? 
 
1. Previous health inspections can be found at: https://www.phin.state.ok.us/Inspections/index.aspx
Q. Were the Restaurant employees employed by the State or were they employed by the previous Restaurant operator? 
1. The former restaurant staff were employees of the previous Supplier, not OTRD.
Q.   Who pays for the “NEW” Restaurant Name signage and installation at each location?
1. The Supplier will pay for the new marketing and branding. All new signage and how it appears at the park will be approved at OTRD's discretion before purchasing or installation.
Q. Can we obtain the schematic layout of ALL kitchens and dining areas?
1. All available schematics are attached.
Q. Are there Time Clocks installed at these locations? If so, what brand of Clocks are they? Do those Clocks have a valid support contract in place? So, correct budgets can be submitted. 
1. No, there are not functional time clock systems at the locations, and it is the responsibility of the Supplier to provide this if they so choose.
Q.   Do Utilities (e.g. Electric, Water, Gas, Waste Disposal, etc.) costs get absorbed thru the State Park or are they charged to the Restaurant Operator? If Operator is responsible, can we have access to recent bills? So, correct budgets can be submitted.
1. All available utility information has been provided. The cost of utilities is dependent on the contract terms. 
Q. Can we receive inventory on all offices stocked with desks, chairs, lighting system, computers, basic office supplies? So, correct budgets can be submitted.
1. All available inventory information is attached. 
Q.   Can we receive supply any current contract for services (e.g. Landscaping, Interior Plants, Uniforms, Floor Mats, Knife Service, Coffee Program, Vending Machines, Soft Drink, HVAC Maintenance, Dish Machine, Chemical Program, etc.) So, correct budgets can be submitted. 
1. Any contracts for the restaurant will be held by the Supplier should they be responsible for providing that service. Landscaping and building maintenance are the responsibility of the Agency. The Supplier is expected to keep the area around and the parking lot of the restaurant free of litter.
Q.  Is there a State Park employee(s), currently, who is responsible for booking these catering events? If so, is there a separate PMS system to track these bookings? If so, what is the name of the system? Will restaurant Supplier require integration?
1. There is an events coordinator/sales manager at each location. They work with all vendors regarding events.
Q. Does each location have a current WiFi system in place and operating? Or has it had one in the past?
