TERM. This Participating Addendum is effective as of the date of the last signature below or, whichever is later,
and will terminate upon termination of the Master Agreement, as amended, unless the Participating Addendum
is terminated sooner in accordance with the terms set forth herein.

PARTICIPATION AND USAGE. This Participating Addendum may be used by all state agencies, institutions
of higher education, cities, counties, districts, and other political subdivisions of the state, and nonprofit
organizations within the state if authorized herein and by law. Participating Entity has sole authority to determine
which entities are eligible to use this Participating Addendum. If Contractor becomes aware that an entity’s use
of this Participating Addendum is not authorized, Contractor will notify OMNIA PARTNERS to initiate outreach
to the appropriate parties.

GOVERNING LAW. The construction and effect of this Participating Addendum and any Orders placed
hereunder will be governed by, and construed in accordance with, Participating Entity’s laws.

SCOPE. Except as otherwise stated herein, this Participating Addendum incorporates the scope, pricing, terms,
and conditions of the Master Agreement and the rights and obligations set forth therein as applied to Contractor
and Participating Entity and Purchasing Entities.

a. Products. All products available through the Master Agreement may be offered and sold by Contractor
to Purchasing Entities.

b. Services. All services available through the Master Agreement may be offered and sold by Contractor
to Purchasing Entities.

c. Contractor Partners. All subcontractors, dealers, distributors, resellers, and other partners identified
on Contractors OMNIA PARTNERS webpage as authorized to provide Products and Services to
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Participating Entity may provide Products and Services to users of this Participating Addendum.
Contractor will ensure that the participation of Contractor’'s subcontractors, dealers, distributors,
resellers, and other partners is in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in the Master
Agreement and in this Participating Addendum.

Any amendment to the Master Agreement shall be deemed incorporated into this Participating
Addendum.

Any conflict between this Participating Addendum and the Master Agreement will be resolved
in favor of the Participating Addendum. The terms of this Participating Addendum, including those
modifying or adding to the terms of the Master Agreement, apply only to the Parties and shall have no
effect on Contractor’'s participating addenda with other participating entities or Contractor’s Master
Agreement with the Lead State.

V. ORDERS. Purchasing Entities may place orders under this Participating Addendum by referencing the
Participating Addendum Number, a Statewide contract number on an Order.

Each Order placed under this Participating Addendum is subject to the pricing and terms set forth herein and
in the Master Agreement, including applicable discounts, reporting requirements, and payment of administrative
fees to OMNIA PARTNERS and Patrticipating Entity.

The Contract is a statewide contract for use by State agencies. Additionally, the
Contract may be used by any governmental entity specified as a political
subdivision of the State pursuant to the Governmental Tort Claims Act including
any associated institution, instrumentality, board, commission, committee,
department or other entity designated to act on behalf of the political subdivision;
a state, county or local governmental entity in its state of origin; and entities
authorized to utilize contracts by the State via a multistate or multigovernmental
contract.

The Contract is a firm, fixed price contract for indefinite delivery and quantity
for the Acquisitions available under the Contract.

2. Orders and Amendments

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Unless mutually agreed in writing otherwise, orders shall be placed directly with
the Supplier by issuance of written purchase orders or by Purchase Card by state
agencies and other authorized entities. All orders are subject to the Contract
terms and any order dated prior to Contract expiration shall be performed.
Delivery to multiple destinations may be required.

Any ordering document shall be effective between Supplier and the Customer
only and shall not be an Amendment to the Contract in its entirety or apply to
any Acquisition by another Customer.

Additional terms added to a Contract Document by a Customer shall be effective
if the additional terms do not conflict with the General Terms and are acceptable
to Supplier. However, an Amendment to the Contract shall be signed by the
State Purchasing Director or designee. Regarding information technology and
telecommunications contracts, pursuant to 62 O.S., 834.11.1, the Chief
Information  Officer acts as the Information Technology and
Telecommunications Purchasing Director.

The state agency or other authorized entity who places an order is the legally
responsible party under a Contract dispute arising from the Order.

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Termination

All terms in this Contract relating to termination flow through to the Customer.
A customer may terminate for funding insufficiency, cause or convenience any
order or agreement made pursuant to this Contract. The termination must be done

according to terms set forth in this Contract.
No Guarantee of Products or Services Required

The State shall not guarantee any minimum or maximum amount of Supplier
products or services required under the Contract.

Contract Management Fee and Usage Report

Pursuant to 74 O.S. § 85.33A, the State assesses a contract management fee
on all transactions under a statewide contract. The payment of such fee will
be calculated for all transactions, net of returns and the Supplier has no right
of setoff against such fee regardless of the payment status of any Customer or
any aggregate accounts receivable percentage. Supplier acknowledges and
agrees that all prices quoted under any statewide contract shall include the
contract management fee and the contract management fee shall not be
reflected as a separate line item in Supplier’s billing. The State reserves the right to
change this fee upward or downward upon sixty (60) calendar days’ written notice to
Supplier without further requirement for an Amendment.

While Supplier is the awardee of a statewide contract, transactions that occur
under the terms of the statewide contract are subject to a one percent (1%)
contract management fee to be paid by Supplier. Supplier shall submit a
Contract Usage Report on a quarterly basis for each contract using a form
provided by the State and such report shall include applicable information for
each transaction. Reports shall include usage of the statewide contract by
every Customer during the applicable quarter. A singular report provided late
will not be considered a breach of the statewide contract; provided, however,
repeated failure to submit accurate quarterly usage reports and submit timely
payments may result in suspension or termination, in whole or in part, of the
Contract.

All Contract Usage Reports shall meet the following criteria:

i. Electronic submission in Microsoft Excel format to
strategic.sourcing@omes.ok.qov;
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ii. Quarterly submission regardless of whether there were transactions under
the Contract during the applicable quarterly reporting period,;

iii. Submission no later than forty-five (45) days following the end of each
calendar quarter;

iv. Contract quarterly reporting periods shall be as follows:

January 01 through March 31;

April 01 through June 30;

July 01 through September 30; and

October 01 through December 31.

Reports must include the following information:
