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Allowable Items-Offender Religious Property
Communal Use/Restricted Access

Offenders are not allowed to keep the following items in their housing area. Religious
property will only be used in accordance with the verifiable religious practice. The faith
groups listed with each item are examples of the faiths that use the item and are not
intended to exclude the use of these items by other faiths not listed. Since the
Department of Corrections maintains a neutral position relative to all religious beliefs,
this list does not reflect an endorsement, recognition or approval of any religious faith.
For the purposes of this document, faith groups have been categorized according to
similar practices in the following manner:

e “Christianity” refers to all faiths that observe Christian practices. This includes
Catholic, Protestant, and Orthodox faith groups.

e “Islam” refers to all faiths that observe Muslim practices. This includes Muslim
and Nation of Islam.

e “Judaism’ refers to all faiths that observe Jewish practices. This includes Jewish,
Messianic, House of Yahweh United Church of God and Living Church of God.

e “Native American” refers to all American Indian tribes and Alaska Natives.

e “Pagan” refers to all faiths that observe ancient European or Germanic pagan
practices. This includes: Asatru, Druid, New Age, Neo-Pagan, Odinism and
Wicca.

Ceremonial Drum 1 No larger than 36" x 48" in diameter. Only
to be used and stored in designated area
for worship and storage. (Native American,
Pagan)
