•	 Oklahoma State Penitentiary, the state’s only and oldest 
maximum security prison for men.

•	 Mabel Bassett Correctional Center, an all female medium 
security prison and reception center.

•	 Lexington Assessment and Reception Center, an all male 
medium security prison and all male reception center.

•	 Joseph Harp Correctional Center, an all male medium security 
prison, Oklahoma Correctional Industries (furniture factory), 
Geriatric Offender unit and the state’s largest Mental Health unit.

•	 James Crabtree Correctional Center, an all male medium 
security prison.

•	 Dick Conner Correctional Center, an all male high-medium 
security prison.

•	 Jackie Brannon Correctional Center, One of the state’s oldest  
all male minimum security prisons,  originally operated as a trusty 
unit of the Oklahoma State Penitentiary. 

•	 Kate Barnard Community Corrections Center, an all female 
community security center
