Local Party Committees are only required to file a Statement of Organization and file reports when the committee makes one or
more of the following triggering events:

(1) acontribution of any amount to a State Candidate Committee;
(2)  an Independent Expenditure (IE) as defined in Rule 2.2(10); or*
(3) an Electioneering Communication (EC) as defined in Rule 2.2(7)*.

*An additional report may be required for (2) or (3). See the IE and EC Reporting Calendar at the bottom of the page.

Due Dates: Look at the “Calendar Quarter” column and select the quarter that includes the date of the expenditure triggering the
reporting required.

Example 1: Committee X makes a contribution to candidate John Doe on May 4, 2024(triggering event). Committee X has a
report due between July 1 and July 31, 2024. The report will cover all contributions and expenditures made from January 1,
2024 through June 30, 2024. No further reports are required this calendar year if no other triggering expenses are made.

INDEPENDENT EXPENDITURES & ELECTIONEERING COMMUNICATIONS REPORTS

e The extra reports below will be triggered when making Independent Expenditures or Electioneering Communications of
$5,000 or more in the aggregate prior to an election.

e  Once the $5,000 threshold is met, all expenditures for IEs or ECs must be reported regardless of amount.
