MobileSmiles is a fully equipped dental office on wheels whose focus is treating patients who do not have a dental
home and have low or no access to dental care.

The program accepts SoonerCare, but insurance is not required to participate.

Garvin County is currently ranked 74 out of 77 counties for overall health. Less than half of adults (48 percent) had re-
cently visited a dentist in Garvin County, earning it the ninth worst rank in the state in the past year.

ABL is committed to help improve these statistics and sponsoring MobileSmiles is a step in that direction.
MobileSmiles Oklahoma is not a free service and without sponsors, it would not be coming to Pauls Valley.
