     “Working together for a Greater Boswell”, is the simple Mis-
sion Statement of the Believers in Boswell Community Coali-
tion, Inc.  During the 2010 year, the Believers in Boswell (BIB) 
have continued to work in promoting programs and projects de-
signed to assist the Boswell Community and to inform the youth 
and senior residents thru an assortment of educational programs. 
   Even though the Believers in Boswell did not receive any 
awards this year, they did provide over 800 volunteer hours 
through partnership with community and county organizations, 
the Boswell Youth Center, the Boswell Plan4College Center, 
youth education and development, healthy living initiatives, 
community improvement and beautification, outreach and fam-
ily activities.  The BIB will continue to develop outstanding pro-
grams and/or projects, thereby assuring the continuance of a 
Greater Boswell. 
   The Boswell Youth Center and the Boswell Plan4College Cen-
ter has been open for over a year now.  Students in the fifth thru 
the twelfth grades continue to enjoy socializing, playing games, 
exercising, arts, and crafts while at the center.  We have had 
some major leaking problems with the roof on the center.  The 
estimate was $15,000 and the Believers in Boswell managed to 
raise every penny of the money through every avenue from do-
nations to yard sales.  We had our 1st Annual Team Roping, 
which netted us over $1,200.  Our next project is to raise money 
for new heaters for the center. 
   The Believers in Boswell has opened its doors Red River Tae 
Know Do and the Boswell Nutrition Center.  We encouraged 
Tae Know Do to come to Boswell to teach, so that children that 
did not have the means to get to larger towns to take the class 
could acquire the same experience here in Boswell.  We cur-
rently have over 20 students in the class and all enjoy it.  The 
Boswell Nutrition Center used the Youth Center when the old 
city hall collapsed and made the nutrition center unsafe.
