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EXECUTIVEBUMMARY/ INTRODUCTION

The Oklahoma State Department of Health Office of Primary Care and Rural Health Development is located within and
under the governance of the Center for Health Innovation and Effectiveness. The Office of Primary Care (OPC) is concen-
trated in two areas: Statewide Access to Care Planning and Provider Relations, Recruitment, and Retention.

Among the principle responsibilities of the OPC are: to conduct assessments of access to care in Oklahoma; secure federal
designations for medically underserved areas and populations (MUA/Ps) and health professional shortage areas (HPSAS)
for primary, dental, and mental health care, manage federal certification and outreach processes required for National
Health Service Corps loan repayment and scholarship programs, and provide strategic planning and project management
for access to care and health workforce initiatives.

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FEDERAISHORTAGHDESIGNATIONS

A federal shortage designation is a way for communities and health care facilities in Oklahoma to establish a need for
additional health care professionals and resources. The overall purpose is to identify areas of greatest need, so that lim-

ited resources can be prioritized and directed to the people in those areas. This need is evaluated based on criteria set

forth by two federal shortage designation programs: Health Professional Shortage Areas and Medically Underserved Ar-
eas/Populations. The designations qualify areas for federal and state government programs and/or resources for commu-
nities, health care facilities, and providers. Health Professional Shortage Area (HPSA) and Medically Underserved Area
(MUA) / Medically Underserved Population (MUP) designations are administered by the federal Health Resources and
Services Administrationf6s (HRSA) Shortage Designation Br

The Value of a Shortage Designation

Many health care facilities depend on the benefits of a shortage designation to provide access to care for their under-
served communities. Numerous federal programs depend on the shortage designation to determine eligibility or funding
preference as a way to increase the number of physicians and other health professionals who practice in those designated
areas, which include: National Health Service Corps Loan Repayment and Scholarship Programs; Exchange Visitor Pro-
gram; Conrad State 30 Program {Jvisa waivers); Health Center Program grants; Rural Health Clinic Program; Medicare
HPSA Bonus Payment; Indian Health Service Scholarship Program; Medicare Physician Bonus Program; and the Medicare
Surgical Bonus Prograim.

HPSA Overview

HPSAs demonstrate a critical shortage of either primary care, dental, or mental health providers, in accordance with the
federal HRSA Shortage Designation Branch guidelines.

There are three types of HPSA designations: Primary Care, Dental, and Mental Health. Each type of HPSA is further classi-
fied into one of the following categories: geographic, population group, facility, or automatic.

Each HPSA is given a score by the Shortage Designation Branch based on certain specific criteria for each type of HPSA.
This score indicates the degree of shortage. HPSA designations are evaluated, and if applickdsifierl every 31
years by HRSA.

Types of HPSAs

Primary Care HPSAltdentifies within an area that there is insufficient access to primary care physicians (M.D. and D.O.)
that primarily practice in one of the following specialties: family practice, general practice, internal medicine, pediatrics
OB/GYN, and general geriatrics. A populatitmprovider ratio based on the number of provider FTEs (full time equiva-
lents, 1 Full Time Equivalent (FTE) = 40 hours of direct patient care per week) is used to determine eligibility.

HPSA Scoring

The federal Shortage Designation Branch calculates a score (0 to 25 for both primary care and mental health, and 0 to 26
for dental) with 25 / 26 representing the highest degree of shortage for each designated HPSA. The score is used to pri-
oritize areas of greatest need for providers including National Health Service Corps placements. Each HPSA application is
evaluated and scored based on the criteria listed below.

Medically Underserved Areas (MUAS) and Populations (MUPSs) Overview

A Medically Underserved Area/Population (MUA/P) designation identifies areas or populations with a shortage of health

care services. These areas are only applicable for primary health care services and, unlike a HPSA, this type of designa-

tion does not expire under current federal guidance. Designation is based on the explanation as to why the area in ques-
tion is Orationalé (similar to the HPSA pr axpepulatbn and t he
ratio, infant mortality rate, percentage of population below 100% of the federal poverty level, and the percentage of
population aged 65 and over.

An MUA/P may apply to whole counties, a group of counties or civil divisions, or a group of urban census tracts. MUPs in-
clude groups of persons who face documented economic, cultural, or linguistic barriers to health care.

MUA Designations

An MUA designation involves the application of the Index of Medical Underservice (IMU) to data of a proposed rational
service area to obtain a score for the area. The IMU scale is from 0 to 100, where O represents completely underserved
areas and 100 represents the least underserved areas. Under established criteria, each service area found to have an
IMU of 62.0 or less qualifies for designation as an MUA.

The IMU involves four variables: ratio of primary medical care physicians per 1,000 population, infant mortality rate, per-
centage of the population with incomes below the poverty level, and percentage of the population age 65 or over. The
value of each of these variables for the service area is converted to a weighted value, according to established criteria.
The four values are summed to obtain the area's IMU score.

The MUA designation process therefore requires the following information:
(1) Rational service areaDefine the proposed service in terms of:

(a) a whole county (in nometropolitan areas);
(b) minor civil divisions (MCDs), or census county divisions (CChstmopalitan areas, with population een

ters within 30 minutes travel time of each other;

(c) metropolitan areas, a group of census tracts (C.T.s) which represent a neighborhood due to homogeneous soci
oeconomic and demographic characteristics

In addition, for nomsinglecounty service areas, the rationale for the selection of a particular service area definition, in
terms of market patterns or composition of population, should be presented. Designation requests should also include a
map showing the boundaries of the service area involved and the location of resources within this area.

MUP Designations

An MUP Designation involves application of the IMU to data on an underserved population group within an area of resi-
dence to obtain a score for the population group. Population groups eligible for designation are those with economic bar-
riers (lowincome or Medicai@ligible populations), cultural, and/or linguistic access barriers to primary health care ser-
vices.

The MUP essentially involves the same process and computational steps as stated for MUAs above. The population is now
the population of the requested group within an area rather than the total resident civilian population of an area. The total
FTEs of primary care physicians would include only those serving the requested population group. The ratio of the total FTE
of primary care physicians serving the population group per 1,000 persons in the group is used in determining weighted
value. The weighted value for poverty is based on the percent of population with incomes at or below 100% of the feder-

al poverty level in the area of residence for the population group. The weighted values for percent of population age 65

and over and the infant mortality rate would be those for the requested segment of the population in the area of resi-

dence, if available and statistically significant; otherwise, these variables for the total resident civilian popuiation in t

area should be used. If the total of the weighted values is 62.0 or less, the population group qualifies for designation.
