 Partners for Ottawa County Youth, also known 
as POCY,  has been addressing several issues with the 
assistance of the Oklahoma Commission on Children 
and Youth. One project that POCY has worked on has 
been an afterschool arts program. The art program took 
place at the Boys & Girls Club- Miami Unit this sum-
mer on Mondays and Wednesdays from 1:30pm to 
3:30pm.  The Boys & Girls Club received a $100 art 
grant for supplies to continue a program in the fall.   
 In regards to Mental Health, POCY is working 
on recruitment and retention of mental health workers.  
 The parenting subcommittee is still offering 
parenting education classes to both adults and teen par-
ents.  In 2009, the group sponsored the first annual 
Baby Fest in Ottawa County. There were 32 teens and 
26 support people that attended the event. The Back to 
School fair was once again a huge success and the 
numbers increase every year.  
 Systems of Care and Wraparound recently 
teamed up with POCY. Wraparound is serving around 
20 families;  two families have recently graduated from 
the program.  
 POCY is currently trying to begin an after-
school program for middle school students in Miami, 
and looking for resources to begin more substance 
abuse programs for county youth.
