Two counties, Atoka and Coal, were cho-
sen for an initial Partnership for Change project
because of their relatively stable and diverse
population base, their high poverty rates, and their
relative lack of readily accessible nutrition and
other assistance program services.

Since its development in 2001, the Part-
nership for Change coalition has maintained a suc-
cessful collaborative effort among organizations,
civic, faith-based, non-profit and government
agencies volunteers, schools, and businesses
throughout Atoka and Coal counties. This collabo-
rative effort focus is to organize and collaborate
services and develop opportunities to better serve
and meet the needs of the families and communi-
ties of Atoka and Coal County.

The success of the coalition has been de-
pendant on having community wide representation
of all sectors of the community from the general
public. To identify needs in the community, the
coalition needed a voice representing all possible
concerns and as much diversity as possible. Dur-
ing the first two years of the life of the coalition,
Nutrition was the highest priority in both Counties
and was the first effort of the Coalition. From those
early days, Partnership for Change has grown to
meet many needs in the community. The coalition
has expanded its role from Nutrition to include ser-
vices to the community such as housing, sub-
stance abuse, tobacco control, teen pregnancy,
interagency collaborative training, development of
school policy, media campaigns, resource rallies,
needs assessments, transportation, healthy life-
style initiatives, cardio vascular prevention and
other community efforts.
