A Lil’ Bit About Us....

An already existing Child Abuse Prevention
Task Force became the Turning Point Partner-
ship. Itis from this task force that community
leaders began to look at the health risk factors
that could be improved upon with the Turning
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Point process.

In 2006, the partnership continued to meet
monthly with a full complement of members to
consolidate gains made in the prior year, par-
ticularly in support of the start-up of Love
County System of Care and the Love County
Victim Advocate office. The group studied but °
passed on completing an application for a To-
bacco Settlement grant. However, they served
with Carter County Health Department in put-
ting on a one-day Drug-Alcohol Education Sum-
mit for parents, educators and professionals.
They also fostered a presentation by teen resi-
dents of the Morningstar Adolescent Treatment
Unit. In the fall, the partners identified their key
Turning Point community policy/social issues as
1 - Substance Abuse/Tobacco Prevention. 2 -
Addressing Teen Risky Behaviors. 3 - Access
to Healthcare for all Oklahomans/Health Dis-
parities. 4- (tie) Physical Activity/Obesity, and
Mental Health Access.
