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• 2002 Activities 
¾ The Coalition has four standing committees that demonstrate the 

collaborative efforts used to achieve the goals set forth in the strategic plan 
of June 2001. 
� Alternative Activities – this committee organizes activities, which 

are alternatives to using drugs and alcohol.  This past year the 
coalition has sponsored fun events, back-to-school parties and 
retreats for kids, established SWAT with approximately 55 
students, sponsored the Family Zone at the annual fireworks party, 
established Hummingbird Beach – a drug free recreation area, and 
established a community garden. 

� Education/Skills Training – this committee helps youth and adults 
improve decision-making, peer resistance skills, stress 
management and problem solving skills.  Committee members 
teach classes in local schools, supported Red Ribbon Week, Parent 
University seminars, Victim’s Impact Panel and several other 
community education programs. 

� Media – this committee provides awareness to the community 
regarding key issues and ways the community can get involved.  
Coalition youth participated in radio spots and worked on events.  
The local newspaper comes to meetings and reports on all coalition 
activities. 

� Environmental Policy – the committee supports positive changes in 
community norms and laws.  This year they supported and honored 
restaurants for being smoke free, supported local law enforcement 
in efforts to prevent drug and alcohol use among teens and 
working on instituting Keg Registration. 

� Synar Committee – forming to work with under age tobacco use. 
� SICA Grant Project – the coalitions grant is called Creating 

Lasting Connections and the Green County Behavioral Health 
Services serves as the fiscal agent. 

¾ Over 3100 people in McIntosh county were served this past year through 
these various projects.
