County Turning Point Coalition had its first
meeting to discuss health issues impacting
the citizens of Osage County. The Coalition
met with key community leaders and sur-
veyed form every city in Osage County.

Five main areas were identified in-
cluding health education and promotion,
youth issues, Federally Qualified Health
Center, Osage County Health Department
and Senior Issues.

For a while Osage County was ser-
viced by the Washington County Health
Department , however, after the health de-
partment pulled out of Osage County. Indi-
viduals came together to keep working on
a health center and a health department.

The actual Turning Point Coalition
diminish for a while, however efforts on is-
sues did not. The citizens of Osage County
received a Federal Qualified Health Center
in Fairfax and passed the vote for the
Osage County Health Department on July
25, 2006. The coalition will pick back up in
January of 2007.
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
