The first meeting of the Washington 

County Wellness Initiative was held on Jan. 
14, 2004. Forty-five individuals attended 
the first meeting. The group identified sev-
eral area of concern which  included: lack  
of affordable housing , lack of dental care, 
lack of transportation, high cost of medica-
tions, need for youth prevention programs, 
late/no prenatal care especially in the His-
panic population as well as medical/health 
literacy issues among Hispanics, need for 
advocacy on health issues, daycare for 
teen moms, children not getting immunized 
and need to educate voters on issues. 

 
Five workgroups formed out of the 

process including Health Care Access, 
Child/Adolescent Preventive Care, Mental 
Health, Poverty and Adult Preventative. 

 
The poverty and health care access 

groups both  identified that transportation 
was huge issue to provide services. They 
have been meeting together to look at sev-
eral oppositions and connecting services.
