Doug Matheny acted as Chair, and called the meeting to order.  

Discussion was held over need to appoint Vice-chair.  A motion was made and seconded to elect Dr. Francene Weatherby as Vice-chair.  The motion was approved unanimously.

The meeting minutes for November 18, 2008, were presented for approval. A motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes. The motion was approved unanimously.

Doug Matheny reported the proposed Oklahoma State Plan for Tobacco Use Prevention & Cessation has been sent to the four top officials, the Governor, the Attorney General, the Speaker of the House and the President Pro Tem.  Their feedback and comments are expected.  

Pat Marshall, Chair of the Oklahoma Alliance on Health or Tobacco (OAHT) gave an overview of tobacco–related legislation for the upcoming session. 

Rebekah Rhoades, of the College of Public Health, gave a presentation on the Evaluation of Oklahoma Tobacco Control Initiatives. 

Tracey Strader, Executive Director of the Oklahoma Tobacco Settlement Endowment Trust (TSET) gave a brief overview of three new initiatives addressing cessation: 1) Oklahoma Hospital Association, Oklahoma Department of Mental Health and Substance Abuse Services, and the Oklahoma Insurance Department.  

Tracey announced a pilot program with Indian Health Care in Tulsa. Level funding is expected for programs in 2010.

The CDC federal grant was submitted on December 29, 2008.  The second annual 7th Generation Conference is scheduled for April 13-15, 2009 in Tulsa.
