Kevin Pipes, Chair, called the meeting to order. 

The meeting minutes for January 20, 2009 were presented for approval. A motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes as drafted. The motion was approved unanimously. 

A motion was made and seconded to accept State Plan for Tobacco Use Prevention & Cessation. The motion was approved unanimously. 

A motion was made and seconded to accept resolution “Protect the Oklahoma Tobacco Settlement Endowment Trust”. The motion was approved unanimously. 

Pat Marshall, Chair of the Oklahoma Alliance on Health or Tobacco (OAHT) gave an overview of tobacco–related legislation for the upcoming session. 

The Oklahoma Health Care Authority provided a presentation on Tobacco Cessation Assistance for the Oklahoma SoonerCare Population.  

An introduction to Oklahoma Health Improvement Plan and Tobacco Flagship Workgroup was made.  

An overview was provided of the TSET Request for Proposal for Community of Excellence grantees.  Phase 3 of TSWM website is under development.  An increase in callers to the Helpline is due to the Federal tax increase.  The Helpline has met the goal of 30,000 callers for the year.
