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Approximately 80% of students reported they 
had seen or heard an anti-smoking 
commercial on TV or radio.  Rates were 
slightly higher among girls than boys (82% vs 
76%).

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Twenty-seven percent of middle school 
students and 35% of high school students 
report they see tobacco advertising at most of 
the sporting events, fairs, concerts and 
community events they attend.
