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Course Overview:  This two-day course trains key emergency planners and those persons responsible for development and implementation of emergency plans at public or private colleges or universities and other post-secondary institutions in Oklahoma.   A panel of subject matter experts on campus safety and security planning will present information about developing a campus security plan, providing training for staff, the role of law enforcement, and communications between agencies.

The seminar will also provide planners with a planning template and checklist to address each of the following areas: Establishing the Planning Team; Conducting Risk Assessments and Information Gathering; Plan Development; Exercises and Training; Resources, Funding, and MOUs; Campus Policies; Health and Medical Considerations; Outreach and Education;  Emergency Communication;  Protective Actions; Physical Security Measures; and Campus Security Forces.
Participant Audience: Campus emergency managers, law enforcement, and administrators who are responsible for developing or implementing campus emergency plans. 
Date and Location:  9:00 am-5:00 pm, September 2, 2008 and 8:00 am-4:00 pm, September 3, 2008, at the University of Central Oklahoma, Nigh University Center Ballroom, Garland Godfrey Drive, Edmond, OK, 73034.
