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Course Overview:  The Port and Vessel Security for Public Safety & Maritime Personnel course is an eight-hour training program designed to educate rural public safety officials and personnel in maritime jurisdictions who may respond to incidents in those jurisdictions.  This course will assist the public safety community in understanding the unique and complex security needs of maritime facilities and vessels.  Through this course, first responders will gain a better understanding of the criticalities of the maritime system thereby increasing their ability to defend it. The training will also enable first responders to better assist the facilities and vessels with the orderly, secure, and safe flow of commerce that is vital to all maritime communities and to the nation.  The Port and Vessel Security for Public Safety & Maritime Personnel course will describe the characteristics of the U.S. Maritime Transportation System, list threats to the U.S. Maritime Transportation System and the major provisions of relevant U.S. maritime security regulations.  The course will also describe the three maritime security levels and relationship to the Homeland Security Advisory System (HSAS).  The importance of sensitive security information, with particular emphasis on improperly-handled sensitive security information will be discussed.   The instructors will also identify major provisions of the Transportation Worker Identity Credential (TWIC) program as it pertains to emergency responders.  The course will also cover maritime environmental safety issues and explain major features of the Homeport website and the Area Maritime Security Committee (AMSC) program. 
Participant Audience:  Law enforcement, emergency medical services, emergency management agency, fire service, HAZMAT, public works, governmental administrative, public safety communications, health care and public health.

Prerequisites:  IS-700 and IS-100 are required for the AWR-144 Port and Vessel Authority Security for Public Safety and Maritime Personnel Course.
