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Course Overview:  WMD Crime Scene Management for Emergency Responders (CSM) is an 8 hour training course providing an overview of the phases of response, seminars in the types of evidence at a CBRNE incident, and instructor-facilitated practical exercises utilizing the responder’s knowledge and skills in crime scene management.  As part of the eight contact hours for this course, the emergency responder will receive instruction on the laws, regulations, and proper guidelines that apply to crime scene management.  Also including in this training is the WMD HazMat Evidence Collection (HEC) course.  This is a 16 hour course that provides a crime scene management overview, prepares the responder to properly respond to and document a WMD crime scene, reviews the organizations and responsibilities associated with response to a WMD crime scene, enables the responder to employ the FBI’s 12 step evidence collection process, and prepares the responder to identify and collect potential evidence.  The course incorporates a scenario-driven exercise to allow the responders to demonstrate their competency in evidence collection techniques utilizing the FBI’s 12-step evidence collection process.  
Participant Audience:  These courses are intended for those who are responsible for responding to CBRNE incidents, including law enforcement, fire service, Emergency Medical Services (EMS), HAZMAT technicians, emergency management, public health, governmental administration, health care, public safety communicators, and public works.
