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Course Overview:  This course trains emergency response supervisors and managers in the skills necessary to effectively plan for and manage a WMD (CBRNE)/terrorism incident by applying the all-hazards command and management structures found in the National Incident Management System (NIMS)—specifically, the Incident Command System (ICS), Multi-Agency Coordination Systems, and Public Information Systems. 

The course uses a multidiscipline, jurisdictional “teambuilding” approach to accomplish the learning objectives.  The course consists of lectures, small group discussions and activities, multimedia scenarios, and a tabletop exercise designed to take the place of traditional ICS 300 training. Upon course completion, participants will possess a working knowledge of local, state, and federal agency roles and responsibilities and their integration into a unified command for managing terrorism and WMD (CBRNE) incidents, as well as other incidents of national significance.  This training will complete the NIMS ICS 300 requirement for those who do not have ICS 300 training. 
Participant Audience:  Participants should come from “middle management”; i.e. emergency response managers, first-line supervisors, and administrators who will function as incident commanders, ICS/ Unified Command staff members, emergency management coordinators, or emergency operations center (EOC) staff members, or supervise those who do from the following disciplines and services:  fire services, emergency medical services, hazardous materials, law enforcement, public health, public works, emergency management, government administrative, private sector and military and county, state, tribal and federal agency personnel who will respond with a local jurisdiction during a WMD/terrorism incident.  
Prerequisites:  Participants must complete IS-700, IS-100 and IS-200 prior to the course.  Participants must also complete the WMD-006a: WMD Incident Management/Unified Command Concepts course via the internet at http://www.teexwmdcampus.com. You will be able to take the course up to 2 weeks AFTER the course and receive a Certificate from TEEX.
