PRD Course 
This one day course focuses on the detection, alarm assessment, locating and mitigation of an event involving radiological/nuclear materials. This course is designed to train law enforcement and public safety officers to employ department procured and issued personal radiation detectors (PRDs) within the bounds of the jurisdiction/agency operational environment, including local instruments, procedures, and legal considerations. The course provides training and extensive hands-on practice with actual radioactive material.
Prerequisites: Attendee should be law enforcement and public safety officers who are issued a PRD, and whose duties place them in locations where illicit radiological/nuclear material may be hidden, transported, assembled, and/or employed by terrorist elements.
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
