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Course Overview: The Public Works: Planning for and Responding to a Terrorism/WMD Incident MGT317 course trains all first responders, especially public works employee’s, in their responsibilities and roles to protect, restore and maintain critical infrastructure and public services as part of a community’s preparation and response to a terrorism/WMD (Weapons of Mass Destruction) incident or other catastrophic disasters.  Participants, using their extensive professional experience, work together in multi-discipline teams to apply the information presented during the course in a variety of hands-on small-group activities as well as realistic, multimedia scenarios. This course provides training that enables communities to develop a multi-discipline incident management team capable of responding to a terrorism incident.
