             FY 2008 NIMS Compliance Form

Tribal and local authorities, in association with private companies and Non-Governmental Associations (NGOs), have the primary responsibility for preventing, responding to, and recovering from emergencies and disasters. In Federal Fiscal Year 2008, tribal and local communities will be required to complete all activities listed below to comply with the National Incident Management System (NIMS) by September 30, 2008. Homeland Security Presidential Directive 5 (HSPD- 5), “Management of Domestic Incidents”, requires all Federal departments and agencies to adopt and implement the NIMS, and requires State, Local, and Tribal jurisdictions to implement the NIMS to receive federal preparedness funding.  Private Companies and NGOs working with Tribal and Local agencies on emergencies and disasters are also encouraged to familiarize themselves and train on the NIMS concepts that will be used in mitigating incidents.  Using this check sheet please mark the box next to the NIMS objectives that your organization has completed and submit a signed copy to the Oklahoma Office of Homeland Security. □ Organizational Adoption

· Adopt the National Incident Management System (NIMS) at the organizational level for all appropriate departments and business units, as well as promote and encourage NIMS adoption by associations, utilities,   nongovernmental organizations (NGOs) and private sector emergency management and incident response organizations and suppliers.

· Designate and maintain a single point of contact within the organization to serve as principal coordinator for organization-wide NIMS implementation (to include a principal coordinator for NIMS implementation within each appropriate Department/Agency).
· Ensure that Federal Preparedness Awards to State/Local Departments/Agencies support all required NIMS compliance objectives.  

· Audit agencies and review organizations should routinely include NIMS compliance requirements in all audits associated with Federal Preparedness Awards.

□ Preparedness Planning

· Revise and update plans [i.e. Emergency Operations Plan (EOPs)] and standard operating procedures (SOPs) to incorporate NIMS and National Response Framework (NRF) components, principles and policies, to include planning, training, response, exercises, equipment, evaluation, and corrective actions.

· Participate in and promote interagency mutual-aid and assistance agreements, to include agreements with other organizations, public and private sector and/or nongovernmental organizations.
· Include preparedness organizations and elected and appointed officials in the development of emergency operations plans.
· Plan for special needs populations in the development of EOPs (to include, but not limited to, individuals with limited English language proficiency; individuals with disabilities; children; the aged, etc.).
□ Preparedness Training

· Complete Awareness Training courses IS-700: NIMS: An Introduction, ICS-100 Introduction to ICS, ICS-200 Basic ICS minimum courses or equivalent, required for all appropriate personnel that are in the emergency operations plan, personnel who have a primary responsibility as part of emergency management or have emergency planning duties.
· Complete  Intermediate ICS 300 course or equivalent, for all appropriate mid-management personnel to include all State, tribal, local, private-sector, and nongovernmental personnel, including persons serving as command staff, section chiefs, strike team leaders, task force leaders, unit leaders, division/group supervisors, branch directors, and multiagency coordination system/emergency operations center staff. 
· Complete the Advanced ICS 400 course or equivalent, for all appropriate senior level personnel to include all Federal, State, tribal, local, private-sector, and nongovernmental personnel, including persons serving as Command and General Staff in an ICS organization, select department heads with multiagency coordination system responsibilities, area managers, emergency managers, and multiagency coordination system/emergency operations center managers.

· Complete the Awareness IS-800.B: National Response Framework, An Introduction course is required by appropriate personnel that have emergency planning duties and senior and mid-management personnel.
· Promote and encourage delivery of NIMS training as identified in the 2008 Five-Year NIMS Training Plan Schedule
· If possible, use existing resources such as programs, personnel and training facilities to coordinate and deliver NIMS training requirements

· Training records are on file of all training.

  □ Preparedness Exercise
· Incorporate NIMS/ICS into internal and external local, regional, and state emergency management training and exercises. 

· Plan for and/or participate in an all-hazards exercise program, [e.g. Homeland Security Exercise and Evaluation Program (HSEEP)] that involves emergency management/ response personnel from multiple disciplines and/or multiple jurisdictions.

· Incorporate corrective actions into preparedness and response plans and procedures.
· Records are on file of all exercises with corrective action plans.

□ Communications Information Management

· Apply common and consistent terminology

       as used in NIMS, including the 
       establishment of plain language (clear text) 
       communication standards.
· Utilize systems, tools, and processes to  
       present consistent and accurate information 
       (e.g., common operating picture) during an 
       incident/planned event.
□ Resource Management
· Inventory response assets to conform to

      NIMS National Resource Typing 
      Definitions, as defined by FEMA Incident 
      Management Systems Integration Division.
· Ensure that equipment, communications 
      and data systems acquired through 
      State/Territorial and local acquisition 
      programs are interoperable. 
· Utilize response asset inventory for 
      intrastate/interstate mutual aid requests 
      [such as Emergency Management 
      Assistance Compact (EMAC)], training, 
      exercises, and incidents/planned events.
· Initiate development of a State/Tribal-wide 
      system (that incorporates local jurisdictions) 
      to credential emergency management/    

      response personnel to ensure proper 
      authorization and access to an incident 
      including those involving mutual aid 
      agreements and/or assistance agreements.
□ Incident Command System

· Manage all incidents/ planned events in accordance with ICS organizational 
structures, doctrine and procedures. ICS implementation must include the consistent application of Incident Action Planning (IAP), common communications plans, implementation of Area Command to oversee multiple incidents that are handled by separate ICS organizations or to oversee the management of a very large or evolving incident that has multiple incident management teams engaged, and implementation of unified command (UC) in multi-jurisdictional or multi-agency incident    management, as appropriate.
□ Multi-Agency Coordination
· Coordinate and support emergency management and incident response objectives through the development and use of integrated MACS, [i.e. develop/maintain connectivity capability between local Incident Command Posts (ICPs), local 911 Centers, local/regional/State/territorial/tribal/Federal Emergency Operations Centers (EOCs), as well as NRF organizational elements.]
□ Public Information System

· Institutionalize, within the framework of ICS, Public Information and Joint Information Centers during an incident/planned event.

· Ensure that Public Information procedures and processes can gather, verify, coordinate, and disseminate information during an incident/planned event.
