“It is my hope that Oklahomans will take advantage of this opportunity to support their military service
members. Such training will strengthen family bonds and quality of life — making deployed members’
transition home even easier,” Askins said.

The workshop will include presentations on reconnecting with family members and returning to the
civilian workforce (for those in the Guard or Reserve), as well as post traumatic stress disorder and
suicide awareness. Youth workshops are scheduled for children five to 18 years old and child care is
provided for children eight weeks to four years old. Lunch will be provided for all participants.
