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Snug fitting clothing shall be worn by persons working around                                                                             moving equipment and machinery.
				
Pants and/or shirts that are ripped or torn should not be worn on a mine site where hazards exist.  Shirts should be tucked inside pants.

When working around exposed moving parts, hair should be kept underneath a hard hat.

REMEMBER:	It only takes a thread to start a rip, 
				It only takes a rip to start a tear,
				It only takes a tear to get caught up in machinery.
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
