Two of the four fatalities were classified as Powered Haulage.  Supervisor, safety directors, and instructors should stress the importance of safe operating procedures for everyone, especially operators of heavy equipment.  Accidents can occur at any time and we can never be too careful when working on or around mining equipment.
The total number of fatalities in the mining industry for 2009 was 35, 18 for coal and 17 for metal/nonmetal.

NO TOBACCO POLICY
This may be redundant, but we have been warned again by Francis Tuttle Vo-Tech in Oklahoma City and Murray State College in Tishomingo that a very strict no-tobacco policy is enforced.
