Councilmember Kolar also inquired about the property owned by the city east of the police department and if it would be feasible to look at leasing the property to someone to open a natural gas refilling stations for vehicles.

Councilmember Kolar asked about when we were going to get City Hall painted and new signage. The Mayor said we would work on this when the weather warms up some.

Councilmember Wiegert wanted to have the fine schedule changes for code violations brought to the council.

Mayor Pittman stated he was going to check with OWRB about paying off our current sewer loan.
