Creating the legal definition of an “indoor kennel” as it pertains to the Council action taken to remove the five acre requirement for indoor kennels in property zoned C-2. Commercial. The Planning Commission is recommending the following language:


Section 10-44, subparagraph (d)


“Indoor kennel requires that animals are kept indoors except for exercise. Each animal is limited to 15 minutes outside at a time and supervised or on a leash at all time. No more that five animals are to be exercised at one time.”
