She also asked if the Council could meet outside a council meeting. The City Attorney responded and let her know that could not. However, they could call a meeting just for discussion purposes as long as it held in compliance with the Open Meeting Act.

Cory Wiegert asked the Council where we were on the OSU Strategic Plan project. He was told that the City received a letter from OSU withdrawing the project due to the Mayor not following through with what was required to begin the project.
